Walks will not be too strenuous but will be over uneven and possibly wet 
ground so wear appropriate footwear and bring walking sticks, binoculars and 
cameras. Polite dogs on leash welcome on most walks (see description). Walks 
will be 1 ½ to 2 hours and we will stroll in misty rain to shine.

April 9th – Snow’s Hill (Town of Dover & DLCT) – meet 
the small circle at the base of Snows Hill Lane, near 
Centre Street (the one closer to Dover center). 
 
 
May 14th – Wylde Woods (Town of Dover) – meet at 
the pull off circle on Centre Street between #105 and 
#117/Old Centre Street 
 
 

June 11th – Noanet Woodlands (The Trustees) & 
Larrabee Estate (Town of Dover) – meet at the 
Trustees’ Noanet parking lot on Powisset Street  
 
 

July 9th – Bartlett Pines (DLCT) – meet on Claybrook 
Road across from #133 (between #118 and #134) 
 
 
 
August 13th – Medfield State Forest (Commonwealth of 
MA) – the ‘Gates of the Charles’ (Rocky Narrows from 
the other side) - meet at the D-S Regional Middle 
School parking lot by the playing fields. 
 
September 17th (note: 3rd Saturday) – Pegan Hill 
(The Trustees & DLCT) – meet at the Trustees’ parking 
lot at the top of Pegan Lane, Natick (off Pleasant 
Street), not the top of Pegan Lane, Dover. 
 

October 8th – Powisset Farm (The 
Trustees & Town of Dover) – meet 
at the Farm at 39 Powisset Street – 
no dogs, sorry! 
 

November 12th – Peters Reservation & Chase Woodlands 
(The Trustees) – meet at the Trustees’ parking lot on 
Farm Street (between #82 and #93) – no dogs, sorry!
