TOWN OF DOVER
TRANSFER STATION REGULATIONS

SECTION I - AUTHORITY 
The Dover Board of Selectmen, and Board of Health adopt the following regulations pursuant to statutory and regulatory authorization including but not limited to Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 111, Sections 31, 31A, 31B, and Dover Town Code Sections 4-5(A), 4-7, 157-1 and 4-42.
All capitalized terms used herein, other than references to Town entities, shall be defined as used in 310 CMR 19.000.
SECTION II - TRANSFER STATION USE
The Transfer Station shall only accept Solid Waste, Recyclable Materials, Restricted Materials, and Special Wastes generated and delivered by residential and municipal sources within Dover.  All other sources of such materials, including specifically all commercial haulers, are prohibited from disposing at the Transfer Station.  For the purposes of this Regulation only, a “commercial hauler” is defined as an individual or company that collects and transports refuse on a contractual basis from private residences, commercial, agricultural and non-profit enterprises within and outside of the Town of Dover.
SECTION III – EFFECTIVE DATE
These regulations shall be effective as of January 1, 2017. 
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
