
Conservation Commission Meeting Minutes
August 22, 2012

Members Attending:  Kate Faulkner, Tim Holiner, John Sullivan, Sandy Sheble-Hall, Amey Moot and Agent George Giunta.  Absent:  Candace McCann, John Sheehan and Associate member Larry Clawson.  

Request for Determination 
94 Haven Street, Wise 
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for a Request for Determination was opened.    Representing the applicant was Paul Cutler of Landmark Engineering.   He presented a plan for septic test pits.  The initial 2 test areas are outside the 100 ft buffer.  If further testing is needed it would be inside the 100 ft. buffer.  

Agent Giunta sites no issue with the testing, but if it occurs in the back, that is the flood plain and advised they need to backfill within the same day.  

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue a negative determination for 94 Haven Street.   

Notices of Intent

Lot 6, Hunter’s Path, Ognibene – new home, barn
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for a Notice of Intent was opened.    Jeff Kane, LAL Engineering was present for the applicant.  He presented his plan for Lot 6, Hunter’s Path and said all work is outside the 40 ft no build buffer zone.  Mr. Kane was advised the wetland line is valid for 3 years and wetlands should be re-flagged.  The plan also needs to show the 100, 40, and 25 ft buffer zones.  A site visit was scheduled for Saturday, Sept 8 at 8 am.  The applicant requested to continue the hearing to September 19, 2012.  

74 Claybrook Road - new house, barn, deck, patio, driveway, septic.
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for a Notice of Intent was opened.  Present for the applicant were Scott Goddard of Goddard Consulting and Kevin O’Leary of the Jillson Company.  Mr. O’Leary discussed the plan.  He noted a portion of the proposed driveway is in the 40 ft no build buffer.   The table shown in the NOI indicates they meet the flood plain requirement.   Agent Giunta noted the driveway could be moved outside the 40 ft buffer.  He recommended a filter trench on the wetland side of the driveway.  The Commission scheduled a site visit for Saturday August, 25 at 10 am.  They require the outside and back corner of garage to be staked before they visit the site.  The Commission approved applicant’s request to continue the hearing to September 5, 2012.  

7 Juniper Lane, Chattopadhyay – home addition
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for a Notice of Intent was opened.  Joyce Hastings of GLM Engineering was present for the applicant.  The owner was also present.  Kate Faulkner stated she is an abutter and asked if the applicant has any objection with her participation in the hearing?  Mr. Chattopadhyay had no objection.  Ms. Hastings presented the plan.  The patio and walkway would be within the 100 ft buffer.  They also plan to remove trees and invasive plants.  There is currently a fence in the 40 ft no structure zone.  They plan to remove a portion of the fence.  Agent Giunta has visited the site and cited no specific concerns.  

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue a standard Order of Conditions approving the project at 7 Juniper Lane according to the plan dated, August 8, 2012.  

20 Glen Street, Boston College – Trustees of Boston College
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for a Notice of Intent was opened.  Joyce Hastings of GLM Engineering was present for the applicant.  Commission member Amey Moot recused herself as an abutter.  Ms. Hastings presented the plan for a parking lot.  The stormwater storage area location and catch basin capacity were discussed, along with snow removal conditions.   

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue a standard Order of Conditions for 20 Glen Street approving the project according to the plan dated March 27, 2012, rev. June 13, 2012.  

33 Grand Hill Dr., Abate – patio and addition
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for a Notice of Intent was opened.  Joyce Hastings of GLM Engineering was present for the applicant.  Ms. Hastings showed the plan for patio pavers and walkway.  She noted on the plan no additional trees to be removed for access to the work.  

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue a standard Order of Conditions for 33 Grand Hill Drive approving the project according to the plan dated July 10, 2012.  

1 Grand Hill Dr., Davis Trust – proposed tree removal - continuance
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for a Notice of Intent was opened.  Joyce Hastings of GLM Engineering was present for the applicant to request a continuance to the next meeting.   The Commisson agreed to continue the hearing to Sept 5, 2012.  

Miscellaneous
Agent’s Report – Agent Giunta showed drawings of the Wylde Woods trail crossings.

Minutes – Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to approve the minutes of August 8, 2012.
