Notice of Intent
144-	33 Grand Hill Drive, patio & home addition  

Notice having been duly published, the hearing for a Notice of Intent was opened.    Joyce Hastings of GLM Engineering had previously requested a continuance to the August 22, 2012 meeting and was not present at the meeting.  The hearing was continued to the next meeting on August 22, 2012.

Request for Determination 
15 Old Farm Road, French – well 

Notice having been duly published, the hearing for a Request for Determination was opened.    Representing the applicant was Evan Wilmarth, Dover Land Survey.    

Mr. Wilmarth presented the plan for a new well at 15 Old Farm Rd.  He stated he is to appear before the Board of Health Monday, August 13, 2012.  

Agent Giunta recommended erosion control of silt fence or tube around the well area only. 

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue a negative determination for 15 Old Farm Road.   

Discussion

33 Farm Street – Evan Wilmarth requested to discuss with the Commission an emergency well approval at 33 Farm Street.  He stated it would be 80 ft from the wetland line.  The Commission agreed upon inspection of Agent Giunta and the applicant would still be required to file an RDA.

Rail Trail – Report from Paul McManus, Wetland Scientist & Consultant to the Commission.

Vernal Pools

The Commission discussed possible vernal pools in Dover.  They agreed upon further discussion as to which are certified, and which need to begin the process of certification.
