Members Attending:  Kate Faulkner, Tim Holiner, Candace McCann, Sandy Sheble-Hall and John Sheehan.   Also present:  Amey Moot and Agent George Giunta.  Absent:  Rick Weden and John Sullivan.

Requests for Determination

64 Claybrook Road, Michel – Soil test for proposed septic upgrade
Present:  Evan Wilmarth, Dover Survey.  The applicant requested permission to test soil for septic upgrade.  

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue a negative determination.

45 Yorkshire Road, Larimer – proposed septic upgrade
Present:  Ardi Rrapi, Cheney Engineering.  He presented a plan for septic upgrade.  The grading raised is outside 200 ft of riverfront.  Agent Giunta did a site visit and has no concerns with design.  

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue a negative determination for this project.

Notices of Intent

Bylaw – 30 Miller Hill Road, Courtemanche – proposed septic upgrade
Present:  Ardi Rrapi, Cheney Engineering.  He presented a  plan for septic upgrade.  Agent Giunta acknowledged this is the only location to put the system due to ledge.  The slope is 3 to 1 around the system.

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue an Order of Conditions in accordance with the plan presented.

144-688, 1 Claybrook Road, Morvillo, Aquatic Control Tech. hydro-raking
Present:  Erika Haug from Aquatic Control Technology.  She submitted a plan for hydro-raking to remove invasive plant species.  Agent Giunta noted this property previously had a maintenance program for hydro-raking and it was closed out when ownership changed.  

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue an Order of Conditions for 5 years under C.4.a (pg 4 Order of Conditions under General Conditions).  


144-686, 31 Miller Hill Road, McElligott, proposed driveway extension
Present:  Joyce Hastings, GLM Engineering.   The applicant requested to extend an existing driveway.   Agent Giunta discussed groundwater and ledge.  A pipe is proposed in the area of ledge.  

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue an Order of Conditions to approve the project as presented.  

144-687, 90 Claybrook Road, Mannion, Demo/new house/septic/well
Present:  Evan Wilmarth, Dover Land Survey.  He explained the results of soil testing.  The applicant proposed a raised microfast nitrogen reduction system.  Agent Giunta noted area wetland flags should be re-set.   The Commission requested Agent Giunta supervise and use sonatube erosion control around the well rather than hay bales.  

Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue an Order of Conditions subject to the condition that alternative to hay bales are used as erosion control.
