                                  DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES

October 7, 2013, Approved as Amended, October 21, 2013
Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members Jane Remsen, John Dougherty, Greg Sullivan, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci, and Planning Assistant Sue Hall.

1. ENDORSEMENT OF ANR, 12 CHURCH STREET

Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci briefed the Board on the plan submitted for 12 Church Street.  After a brief discussion the Board agreed to endorse the plan.
           On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         ANR plan, as submitted, for 12 Church Street.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

2.  DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION, 57 HARTFORD STREET, KIRBY FARM 

Present were applicants, Craig Rafter and Mark Howe, their attorney Vincent O’Brien, property owner’s attorney Jack Donoghue, Mark Goldstein, attorney for abutters Bill and Betsy Serjak and some abutters.
Mr. O’Brien informed the Board that the applicants are discussing details regarding the proposed relocation of the Serjaks’ driveway.  

Mr. Goldstein said his clients want their own engineer to review options for the driveway relocation and want the applicant to reimburse them for the legal  and engineering fees.  The Board reiterated the benefit to the Town of relocating the driveway away from Hartford Street but left it to the Serjaks and the applicant to reach an agreement on the details.

Mr. Donoghue reviewed and discussed the Board’s proposed edits to the draft restrictive covenant limiting the further subdivision of the 3.05-acre lot to just one additional lot and not for a minimum of 5 years.  Mr. Donoghue agreed to make the proposed edits and submit a revised draft of the covenant for review by the Planning Board office and Town Counsel.
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to close the public hearing for the Definitive Subdivision, Kirby Farm, 57 Hartford Street.  The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the Certificate of Action for the Definitive Subdivision, Kirby Farm, 57 Hartford Street, subject to the conditions in the draft Certificate of Action, the changes to the Certificate discussed at the meeting and Town Counsel’s review.  The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.

3.  DISCUSSION RE: POTENTIAL ZONING BYLAW AMENDMENT
Present was Russ Burke, BSC, Inc.  Mr. Burke explained to the Board the purpose and intent of the proposed amendment would be to provide an alternative to conventional development options by offering the owners of large properties a means to realize thoughtful, modest, and appropriately scaled development, which is consistent with the goals of the Dover Master Plan. The Board indicated its support for the proposal in principle but pointed out several practical issues to be considered and agreed it would not sponsor the proposed amendment, since it was not clear that it would prohibit additional lots.
