Conservation Commission Meeting Minutes

Request for Determination
9 Riverview Terrace wall and fence
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Request for Determination of Applicability was opened.  Ardi Rrapi of Cheney Engineering presented the plan to install a pool retaining wall and fence.  Agent Giunta visited the site and said the 4 ft wall was necessary for the pool.  Motion was made to close the hearing and issue a negative determination for the Request as proposed.  Seconded and unanimously voted.

125 Claybrook Rd., Ladd – install underground utilities (revised plan)
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Request for Determination of Applicability was opened.  Sarah Stearns, Beals & Thomas presented a plan on behalf of the applicants, Mr. and Mrs. Ladd.  The request was for installation of underground utilities within the Riverfront buffer, which is currently lawn.  Agent Giunta said access would be the driveway and the area is flat.  Motion was made to close the hearing and issue a negative determination for the Request as proposed.  Seconded and unanimously voted.

17 Meadowbrook Rd., septic system and planting plan – Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Request for Determination of Applicability was opened.  Joyce Hastings of GLM Engineering represented the applicant, Mr. Alex Zavatone.  She showed a 7-step plan for the invasive species removal and the replanting.  Agent Giunta said silt fence should be installed along the edge of the wetland.  It would be beneficial due to removal of root stock.  With the addition of the erosion control barrier the Request for Determination satisfies the conditions of the enforcement order.  Motion was made to close the hearing and issue a negative determination for the Request as proposed.  Seconded and unanimously voted.

Notice of Intent
25 Farm Street, proposed pool, patio, cabana, driveway, and wall – Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Notice of Intent was opened.   Joyce Hastings of GLM Engineering represented the applicants, Leslie and Stephen Burke.  Agent Giunta said there is a clear, definitive wetland line on the site.  He added there is a possible vernal pool that should be looked at again in the springtime.  He noted it has no impact to the project.  Motion was made to close the hearing and issue a standard Order of Conditions for the plan as proposed.  Seconded and unanimously voted.

NStar – Discussion of violation in the NStar ROW #10, at approximately #10 Hartford Street.  After discussion, the Commission instructed the issuance of an Enforcement Order in violation of the Maintenance Agreement against NStar.  They also instructed a representative should be present at the next meeting of December 11, 2013.  

Miscellaneous –The Commission requested a draft of an Article to request $25,000 for submission to Town Meeting.
Minutes - Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to approve the minutes of 10.23.13.
