Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members Jane Remsen, Henry Faulkner, John Dougherty, Greg Sullivan, and Administrative Assistant Sue Hall.
1.  
CONTINUATION OF SCENIC ROAD HEARING, 25 WILSONDALE STREET

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to continue the hearing to August 12, 2013.  The motion passed unanimously with five members voting. 

2.  
CONTINUATION OF A DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION, DANCER FARM, 30 HARTFORD STREET
Present were applicant Matt Zuker, his attorney Vincent O’Brien, engineer Jim Burke, DeCelle Burke and Associates, Inc. and several abutters.  The abutters presented the Board with a list of fifteen questions and a proposal from Beals and Thomas, Inc. an engineering and landscape firm. for an independent review of the project’s drainage calculations.

The discussion focused on issues relating to water volume and flow to and from the site.  Mr. Burke reviewed the design and purpose of the three detention basins on the property, which he said will reduce the flow of water from the site to abutting properties.  He also said the subdivision plan would not have a negative impact on the nearby aquifer or adjacent wells.  The Board again noted that detailed drainage calculations are on record, and were reviewed and approved by Town Engineer, Mike Angieri.  Mr. Angieri also stated his opinion that the proposed drainage would improve existing drainage conditions on Hartford Street.
The Board said it would continue to update information on the Town website, and it reiterated that all documents relating to this proposal are available at the offices of the Planning Board and Town Clerk.

CONTINUATION OF A DEFINITIVE SUBDIVISION, KIRBY FARM ESTATES, 57 HARTFORD STREET
Present were applicants, Craig Rafter and Mark Howe, their attorney Vincent O’Brien, engineer Rob Truax,GLM Engineering Consultants, Inc. and several abutters. The applicant’s traffic engineer recommended relocating the road entrance 25 feet to the west for improved site distance.  The discussion focused on the location of the entrance and related traffic and safety issues.

SCENIC ROAD VIOLATION, 159 – 161 FARM STREET

The Board discussed the new cap set in an approximately ten-foot test area of the wall, as discussed with property owner David Kasperian at the June 3 meeting.  Prior to the meeting each of the Board members went to the site to view the test cap.  The majority of the Board  thought the cap made the wall look worse and would not be an appropriate remedy to the present Scenic Road violation.  The Board asked for Town Counsel to advise Mr. Kasperian’s attorney of its consensus view.
