Review May 2014 Annual Town Meeting Warrant Articles
The Warrant for the 2014 Annual Town Meeting closed on January 17.  Presently there are 10 special warrant articles in addition to the annual reoccurring warrant articles: Council on Aging establishment of a revolving fund;  Board of Selectmen Protective Agency Dispatch Reconfiguration $455,000;  Conservation Commission Wetland Bylaw change;  Conservation Commission re-establishment of their Trust Fund in the amount of $25,000; Recycling Committee – changes to duties and title of that committee;  Dover Sherborn Regional School Committee: capital improvements/repairs totaling $362,000 of which Dover and Sherborn will pay their proportionate share.  Presently there are 2 warrant articles until it is determined how to fund the improvements;  Minuteman Regional Vocational School – amendment of district agreement;  Council on Aging would like to establish a $25,000 sinking fund for the purpose of a possible future COA building; Planning Board -– bylaw changes to regulate a medical marijuana cultivation and dispensing.

Disclosure of Financial Interest by Special Municipal Employees
Two existing town employees wish to become call firefighters:

Mr. Dawley moved to approve, pursuant to G.L. Chapter 268A, Section 20(f), the request of the Fire Chief to exempt Deborah Reinemann and David Donaghey’s interest in a call firefighter position from the prohibition of G.L. Chapter 268A, Section 20, and to authorize Deborah Reinemann and David Donaghey to serve as  call firefighters under the direction of the Fire Chief; provided that the Fire Chief first certifies to the Town Clerk that the services to be provided by Deborah Reinemann and David Donaghey as call firefighters cannot be performed by a current Fire Department employee as part of his/her regular duties, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Appointment
Mrs. Hunter moved to appoint Bob DeFusco to the Finance Committee on Roads, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously approved.

Other Business:
Special Licenses
Two Special Licenses were discussed: for January 23 at Massachusetts Horticultural Society, and on February 8 at the Charles River School.  

Mr. Dawley moved to approve both special licenses, contingent on the Charles River School’s license meeting the Police Chief’s requirements, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon, it was unanimously voted.

Snow & Ice Authorization
Mr. Dawley moved to approve an additional $50,000 for the Snow and Ice budget, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Next Board of Selectmen’s Meeting
Meeting for February 5 is rescheduled for Monday, February 10.

Appoint Board of Selectmen’s Administrative Assistant
Mr. Dawley moved to hire Felicia Hoffman for the full-time Administrative Assistant position, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Dawley moved to accept the Meeting Minutes of December 19, 2013, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Dawley moved to accept the Meeting Minutes of January 7, 2014 as amended, seconded by Mrs. Hunter, it was unanimously voted.

Citizens’ Comments
Mrs. Lisbon reminded the Town that State Representative Denise Garlick will be presenting her Annual Report to the Community on January 27 from 6 – 8 p.m. in the Great Hall of the Town House.
