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MEETING MINUTES
BOARD OF SELECTMEN
July 21, 2014

At 6:30 p.m., Chairman Carol Lisbon called the meeting to order with members James P. Dawley, Jr. and Robyn Hunter present.  Also present were David W. Ramsay, Town Administrator, and Greer Pugatch, Assistant Town Administrator.

Vote on Whether or Not to Execute Notice of Exercise re: 46 Springdale Avenue Pursuant to MGL C.61A
Mrs. Lisbon gave a brief recap of the process, which began in early April.  The Town was given the 120-day Right of First Refusal to purchase the property at 46 Springdale Avenue.  She thanked the Conservation Commission, Planning Board, Board of Health, and Open Space Committee for all their due diligence  and teamwork which resulted in an impressive amount of information key to the decision-making process.

Mr. Dawley stated that Town Counsel filed a motion to dismiss a lawsuit filed against the Board of Selectmen, citing the claim that there is no merit to the lawsuit.  Mr. Dawley thanked all the boards involved, especially Conservation Commission and Planning Board in particular, for being so willing to discuss hypothetical scenarios.

Mr. Dawley moved to exercise the right to purchase 46 Springdale pursuant to MGL Chapter 61A and contingent upon Town approval at a Special Town Meeting (2/3 vote) and Town Election Ballot (majority), seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Lisbon polled the Selectmen for a vote to approve the record of vote of the Dover Board of Selectmen; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Hunter thanked the Boards for all of their help.  It has been a wonderful experience and respectful of all divergent opinions.  Mr. Dawley thanked Mr. Snyder for all of his cooperation in this process.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to authorize a draft Purchase and Sale Agreement and to authorize Mrs. Lisbon, as Chair of the Board of Selectmen to work with Town Counsel on finalizing the terms, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Vote on Whether or Not to Convene a Special Town Meeting
Mrs. Lisbon moved to convene a Special Town Meeting on Monday, September 15 at 7:00 p.m. for the purpose of voting to acquire 46 Springdale Avenue, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to open the Warrant for the Special Town Meeting on July 21 with a closing date of August 6, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

On September 3, there will be a Public Hearing held in the Great Hall to present information on the 46 Springdale property.

Planning Board re: Filling Vacancy Due to Resignation
Mrs. Lisbon stated that there is a vacancy on the Planning Board, due to the resignation of Greg Sullivan.  Mr. Sarro, Chair of the Planning Board, stated that the Planning Board would like to propose Kate Bush to fill that vacancy.  Kate has previously been a member of the Warrant Committee and the Capital Budget Committee, and has expressed an interest in the Planning Board.

Mrs. Lisbon thanked Kate for stepping up to fill this vacancy.  Mr. Dawley thanked Mr. Sullivan for his years of service.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to appoint Kate Bush to replace Greg Sullivan on the Planning Board for the remaining year of his term, which expires in May, 2015, polling the members of the Board, and those members of the Planning Board present.  It was unanimously voted.

Appointments
Mr. Dawley moved to appoint Kathy Weld to a three-year term on the Town Report Committee, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Dawley moved to appoint Maureen Dilg to a three-year term on the Council on Aging, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to appoint Mary Hornsby to a three-year term on the Personnel Board, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to appoint Chief McGowan to a one-term as Chief of Communication, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted. 

Mr. Dawley moved to re-appoint all Dover Police Officers for a one-year term, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Execute Whiting Road License Agreement Renewal 
Mr. Dawley moved to approve the License Agreement with Doug Wolfe, of Dover Automotive, for a one-year period, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Execute FY15 – FY17 Dover Police Association Collective Bargaining Agreement
Mr. Dawley stated that on June 9 the Board of Selectmen executed the Memorandum of Understanding for the Dover Police Association union contract for a three-year period.

Mr. Dawley moved to execute the three-year contract between the Dover Police Association and the Town of Dover for the period July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2017, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Discuss Change of Energy Coordinator’s Title
Mrs. Lisbon stated that Erika Lert’s title does not begin to cover all of the services she provides.  It was determined that a more appropriate title for this position would be Financial & Energy Assistance Coordinator.  Ms. Lert works closely with the Council on Aging, as well as a broader segment of the population.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to change the Energy Coordinator’s title to Financial & Energy Assistance Coordinator, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Disclosure of Financial Interest by Special Municipal Employee
In order for an existing municipal employee to be hired as a call firefighter, a disclosure must be made due to the Conflict of Interest law.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve, pursuant to G.L. Chapter 268A, Section 20(f), the request of the Fire Chief to exempt Brad Crosby’s interest in a call firefighter position from the prohibition of G.L. Chapter 268A, Section 20, and to authorize Brad Crosby to serve as a call firefighter under the direction of the Fire Chief; provided that the Fire Chief first certifies to the Town Clerk that the services to be provided by Brad Crosby as a call firefighter cannot be performed by a current Fire Department employee as part of his/her regular duties, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Vote to Transfer Dowd Family Gift Fund for Baseball Dugouts to the Dover-Sherborn Regional School Committee
In recognition of the passing of Mr. Dowd, the Dowd family and friends donated money to build dugouts at the field behind the Caryl House to commemorate his love of baseball. However, the Historical Society has expressed concerned about the change in aesthetics to the Caryl House if dugouts are built.  As a result, the Dowd family and friends have requested that the gift be transferred to the Dover-Sherborn Regional School Committee to allow the dugouts to be built on the fields at the Dover-Sherborn Regional School, which has already voted to accept the gift. The Board thanked the Dowd family for their flexibility in this matter. 

Mrs. Lisbon moved to allow the transfer of the Matt Dowd Gift Fund to the Dover-Sherborn Regional School Committee, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Approve FY15 Park & Recreation Department Revolving Fund
It was agreed to move this item to the August 6 meeting.

Authorize Building Department FY14 Gas & Plumbing Revolving Fund Increases
Mr. Dawley moved to raise the Gas Revolving Fund to $8,200, and the Wiring Inspector Revolving Fund to $24,200, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Other Business:

Approve Meeting Minutes For May 14, 2014 Executive Session, and June 9, 2014 Open Session
Mrs. Hunter moved to accept the meeting minutes of May 14, 2014, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Hunter moved to accept the meeting minutes of June 9, 2014, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Lisbon remarked that the 46 Springdale process is not over, but in fact, has just begun.  The Selectmen have done as much due diligence as possible, and released all educational material as it has become available.  This is a citizens’ issue, and it is important that each person gets updated, asks questions, and comes to the Special Town Meeting well informed.

Citizens’ Comments
Justine Kent-Uritam thanked the Board of Selectmen for all the work that they do.  She stated that there are concerns regarding the Charles River watershed and the aquifer.  She stated that Dover is not the only town drawing from these resources, and that the Town as a whole should become more attuned to the usage of water, and increase conservation of this natural resource.

Mrs. Lisbon replied that the Town has not yet signed an agreement with Colonial Water Company, and is working with Legal Counsel in order to resolve some concerns.  The Selectmen, as the Water Commissioners of the Town, need time to read and look at the contract as well.  The Selectmen will respond to this as soon as possible, given the work still required on Springdale Avenue.
