DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES

                 January 6, 2014, Approved as Amended, January 27, 2014
Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members John Dougherty, Henry Faulkner, Jane Remsen, Greg Sullivan,  Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci, and Planning Assistant Susan Hall.
1.  DISCUSSION RE: AT&T WIRELESS COMMUNICATION FACILITY OFF JUNCTION STREET
Present was Mark Cook representing Bay Communications and Mike Dolan Attorney for AT&T.  Mr. Dolan presented the Board with the details of the proposed facility.  The scope of work: would be a proposed 100’ tall “Monopine” (a monopole with faux pine branches at the top) within a fenced in compound.  There would be ground equipment within the compound as well.  The project would also include extending the existing driveway and underground utilities.
The pole itself would be 93 feet tall and the highest carrier would be located at  the top. The faux branches would extend an additional 7’.  The location of the tower puts it 896’ from the nearest residential property line, the residence of the property owners would be approximately 600’ to 650’ from the fenced compound.  Due to the distance from the street and abutting properties and the wooded area involved, the applicants suggested that there would be minimal visual impact in the area.
The Board asked if there would be any consideration for a whip antenna at the top of the pole for protective services.  They responded that they would allow such an antenna at no charge to the Town.
