DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
               October 27, 2014, Approved as Amended, December 8, 2014


Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members Kate Bush, John Dougherty, Jane Remsen, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci, and Planning Assistant Susan Hall[footnoteRef:1]. [1:  Board Member Henry Faulkner was not present due to other commitments.] 


1. SPECIAL PERMIT AND SITE PLAN REVIEW, BAY COMMUNICATIONS II LLC. CELL TOWER SPECIAL PERMIT, OFF JUNCTION STREET
At the request of the applicant, the hearing was continued to November 24 at 7:30 PM.
 

2.  SIGN PERMIT, DOVER LAND CONSERVATION TRUST
Present was Stephen Bates, Ranger for the Dover Land Conservation Trust.
Mr. Bates explained that DLCT would like to erect signs at two of its signature fields, Bartlett Pines and Springdale Field.  The signs will be 10” high by 35” wide, painted green with white lettering and attached to two 4x4 pressure-treated posts with copper caps.  These signs will be placed adjacent to Claybrook Road and Springdale Avenue, respectively. He also asked the Board about placing some signs 5” high by 24” wide, painted white with green lettering, at the beginning of trails that are on other DLCT properties. These signs would not be visible from the streets or abutting properties. Mr. Bates asked the Board to consider waiving the application fee.  After a brief discussion the Board agreed to approve the sign permit and to waive the fee.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the sign application as submitted, as well as waiving the application fee.  The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.


3.  RELEASE OF LOT 6, DANCER FARM
Mr. Rick Olstein was present for the applicant seeking release of Lot 6 from the Subdivision Covenant.  After a brief discussion and based on the report of the Superintendent of Streets and Town Engineer, the Board confirmed that the erosion controls in place and were performed to date are in compliance with the Certificate of Action. Therefore the Board agreed to release the lot.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to release Lot 6 from the Dancer Farm Subdivision Covenant. The motion passed unanimously with four members present.   


4.  INFORMAL DISCUSSION, RE: DOVER-SHERBORN REGIONAL SCHOOL COMMITTEE AND PERSONAL WIRELESS COMMUNICATION FACILITY
Present were Dana White, Chairman of the Dover-Sherborn Regional School Committee and interested citizens, Corrine Whitaker and Michael Lesser.  Ms. White summarized for the Board the School Committee meetings regarding the proposal it received from Bay Communication ll, LLC.  She said the Committee will likely vote on whether to move forward or not at its November 4 meeting.  Ms. Whitaker and Mr. Lesser summarized some of their concerns about the communication facility. The Board thanked everyone for their input.

5.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         minutes, as amended, for October 6, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

The meeting adjourned at approximately 9:20 PM.
