

                        





DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
                  October 6, 2014, Approved as Amended, October 27, 2014


Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members John Dougherty, Kate Bush, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci, and Planning Assistant Susan Hall[footnoteRef:1]. [1:  Board Members Henry Faulkner and Jane Remsen were not present due to other commitments.] 


1. ANR, HAVEN TERRACE
Present were applicants Matt Zuker and Pat Corrigan.  Mr. Zuker explained the purpose of shifting the lot lines on the plan, to accommodate a septic system on one of the lots. 

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to endorse the ANR plan, as submitted, for Haven Terrace.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

2.  SIGN PERMIT, COUNTY COURT
Present were abutter Michael Donovan, , members of the County Court Board of Trustees, Chris Jackman and Norma Sullivan

Mr. Donovan discussed the history of the sign and lighting installed along the entrance of County Court.  He said the lighting, including the newly-installed sign lighting, casts onto his property.  A letter to the Board from the Building Inspector indicated no significant impact on Mr. Donovan’s property from the sign lighting.  The Board suggests ways to reduce the amount of light cast onto Mr. Donovan’s property from the County Court sign and street lighting (e.g., by reducing and/or redirecting the light on the sign, and by blocking the sides of the street lights facing Mr. Donovan’s property).  After a discussion, the Board suggested that the Board of Trustees for County Court and the property manager work with Mr. Donovan to find a mutually agreeable resolution on these lighting issues.  Mr. Jackman and Ms. Sullivan agreed to pursue the issue.

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3. DISCUSSION RE: 39 FARM STREET, 61B PROPERTY
Mr. Carlucci informed the Board that the Town received notice that the property owners of 39 Farm Street are converting the property from Chapter 61B for recreational use to residential use.  Thus, the Town has the Right of First Refusal to acguire the property.  Town Administrator Dave Ramsay asked the Planning Board to submit a memo to the Board of Selectmen with its opinion on whether the Town should consider purchasing the property.  After discussing the issue, the Board concluded that there was no compelling planning purpose to acquiring the property.  It asked Mr. Carlucci to draft a memo to that effect.

4.  CHANGE OF ADDRESS DISCUSSION, 4 TURTLE LANE
Mr. Carlucci reported on a pending request from the resident at 5 Turtle Lane to change the address of Elm Bank to something other than 4 Turtle Lane.  The Board asked Mr. Carlucci to continue working with Police Chief McGowan on this request.

5.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         minutes, as amended, for September 22, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.
