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MEETING MINUTES
BOARD OF SELECTMEN
October 23, 2014

At 6:30 p.m., Chairman Carol Lisbon called the meeting to order with members James P. Dawley, Jr. and Robyn Hunter present.  Also present were David W. Ramsay, Town Administrator, and Mona DiSciullo, Administrative Assistant.

Approve FY16 Selectmen (revised), Police (revised) and Highway Capital Budget Requests
David Ramsay noted two changes in the FY16 Selectmen’s Capital Budget.

The first change pertains to the Caryl Community Center boiler plant replacement.  Based on preliminary reports from the HVAC consultant and because there is a request for renovation of four public restrooms in FY16, it was recommended that this boiler project be moved out to 2018. 

The second change is an increase from $115,000 to $150,000 for the repair and resurfacing of the Apparatus Floor at the Fire Department due to the expansion of the scope of the project.  Mrs. Lisbon asked that a cost breakdown of the $150,000 be included in the package to the Capital Budget Committee.  The Board suggested that Town personnel appear before the Capital Budget Committee with a simple presentation that breaks down the cost by level and to address any questions or concerns.  

Estimates for renovations to the library have not yet been confirmed. 

Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the revised FY16 Selectmen’s budget, as submitted, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.
Mrs. Lisbon recapped briefly the revised Police budget, and Mr. Ramsay clarified that the total amount changed due to new trade-in values for the three vehicles being traded in.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the revised FY16 Police budget of $119,700, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

With regard to the Highway Capital Budget, discussion centered around the extensive uses and benefits of the sidewalk plow/brush machine.  Mr. Dawley recommended that a picture of the machine or any big ticket items be submitted along with the budget to the Capital Budget Committee, ensuring a better understanding of the function of the equipment.   

Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the FY16 Highway Capital Budget in the amount of $251,565, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Approve Acceptance/Expenditure of MIIA Grant Monies
Karl Warnick requested a $1,375 Loss Control grant from MIIA to purchase a Protégé Gas Meter which measures carbon monoxide levels in confined spaces.    Mr. Dawley commended Karl for searching out the grants that will benefit the town.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to accept the grant application for a Protégé Gas Meter, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Vote Early Closing the Day Before Thanksgiving
Mrs. Lisbon moved to close the Town House at 2 PM the day before Thanksgiving, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Other Business:
Special Licenses (4)
Four Special Licenses were delineated:  October 23 at the Connors Center; October 24 at the Connors Center; October 29 at the Connors Center, and November 6 at Mass Horticultural Society.

Mr. Dawley moved to accept all licenses as delineated, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously approved.


Prior Notice – Law Budget
This notice in the amount of $96,000 for the Law budget is due to unusually high levels of expenditures in the first quarter of the fiscal year. Whether a Reserve Fund Transfer is required will depend on the total budget expenditures.

Municipal Elections to the Boston Region Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO)
The Metropolitan Planning Organization is comprised of municipalities, including Dover, in the region, and each fall representatives are elected by the chief elected officials of member municipalities to fill open seats.

Mr. Dawley moved to elect candidates from Beverly, Medway, and Lexington, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Chapter 90 - Reimbursement Request
This project, resurfacing Centre Street from the Medfield line to the Needham line was previously approved, and came in under budget.  

Mrs. Lisbon moved to execute the Chapter 90 Reimbursement Request form in the amount of $34,941.58, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously approved. 

Appointments
Mrs. Lisbon moved to appoint Paul Wood to the Open Space Committee to fill the unexpired 3-year term of Jane Brace, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted. 

Mrs. Lisbon took a moment to thank Jane Brace for her many years of service to the Town and noted that she was a wonderful, wonderful member who will be missed. 

Mrs. Hunter moved to appoint Barrie Clough to the Historical Commission to fill the unexpired one year term of Dan Wilcox, seconded by Mr. Dawley, it was unanimously voted. 

Update on 46 Springdale Avenue
Mrs. Lisbon reminded the citizens that the Board is still accepting member applications for the Ad Hoc Committee which will explore any and all options for uses of the c.61A land at 46 Springdale Avenue with the goal of going to Town meeting in May of 2016 with recommendations.  The Board has already received over two dozen applications, and surveys have been sent out to those who expressed interest.  After review of the applications and surveys, the Board will make appointments to that committee. The Town Clerk has sent out to all residents the State booklet which summarizes the election questions on the State ballot.  The Board felt it would be beneficial to have a handout available at the November 4th election which summarizes Question 1 on the Town ballot concerning 46 Springdale Avenue.   Consequently, they have prepared a two-page handout clarifying Question 1 which will be available during the election.   

Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the special town election ballot Question 1 summary, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Dawley informed residents that absentee ballots are now available at the Town Clerk’s office and urged everyone to vote either in person or by absentee ballot.  Mrs. Lisbon noted that this is a concurrent election comprised of the State election with four ballot questions and the Town Election with one question on 46 Springdale. She explained the sign-in and voting procedures for the two ballots and asked that everyone be prepared to vote.
