





[bookmark: _GoBack]DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
             November 24, 2014, Approved as Amended, December 8, 2014


Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members Kate Bush, Henry Faulkner, Jane Remsen, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci, and Planning Assistant Susan Hall[footnoteRef:1]. [1:  Board Member John Dougherty was not present due to other commitments.] 


1. SPECIAL PERMIT AND SITE PLAN REVIEW, BAY COMMUNICATIONS II LLC. CELL TOWER SPECIAL PERMIT, OFF JUNCTION STREET
At the request of the applicant, the hearing was continued to December 8 at 7:30 PM.

2. INFORMAL DISCUSSION, RE: DOVER-SHERBORN REGIONAL SCHOOL COMMITTEE AND PERSONAL WIRELESS COMMUNICATION FACILITY
Dana White, Chairman of the Dover Sherborn Regional School Committee informed the Board of the Regional School Committee’s decision not to pursue the proposed cell tower on the Regional School campus. She reviewed the Committee’s process and the reasons why it decided that a cell tower on the campus was not in the School’s best interest.  The Board thanked Ms. White for this information and commended the School Committee on its careful consideration of this proposal and on its effective communication with interested residents and the Board.


2.  SIGN PERMIT/LIGHTING DISCUSSION, COUNTY COURT
Mr. Carlucci presented photos of the lighting on and around the sign at approximately 5:45 PM on November 24, 2014.  There is light shining around the sign and in the direction of the abutting property at 75 County Street.  Also, the shielding of the post light near the sign could be more effective.  After a brief discussion, the Board asked Mr. Carlucci to ask Paul Tallen of The Niles Company, who represents the County Court Condominium Trust to attend a future Board meeting to further discuss this situation.
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3.  DISCUSSION RE: GREEN COMMUNITIES FOR DOVER
Mark Sarro reviewed the meeting of the Long Range Planning Committee at which he and Mr. Carlucci reviewed the requirements to qualify for Green Community status and the steps required to be designated as such by the Massachusetts Department of Energy Resources. The benefits and potential hurdles of achieving Green Communities status were also discussed. Mr. Sarro reported that the Board of Selectmen have charged the Long Range Planning Committee with pursuing that designation.  As part of that process, the Planning Board will have to draft proposed zoning changes to meet the requirements for approval.  The Board expressed its interest in helping to pursue Green Community status for the benefit of the Town.
