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MEETING MINUTES
BOARD OF SELECTMEN
February 10, 2014

At 6:30 p.m., Chairman James P. Dawley, Jr., called the meeting to order with members Carol Lisbon and Robyn Hunter present.  Also present were David W. Ramsay, Town Administrator, and Greer Pugatch, Assistant Town Administrator
ATTENDANCE:  John Cone, Warrant Committee

Review Draft 2014 Annual Town Meeting Warrant & Order Articles
There are a total of 25 articles, of which 10 are special, and 15 are standard articles from year to year.  Mr. Dawley gave a brief summary of all articles contained on the Warrant.  It was determined that no changes needed to be made to the ordering of the articles.  On February 24 the Board of Selectmen will execute the Warrant.

Execute Intermunicipal Agreement between the Towns of Dover & Sherborn Boards of Selectmen
This agreement is utilized for the benefit of capital projects at the Regional School campus.  In short it gives the towns the ability to fund projects as each town deems appropriate.  For the past three years, beginning with the discussion on how to pay for the Waste Water Treatment upgrade, a thorough review has been made to insure that the agreement is lawful and appropriate.  Both towns are now in agreement and the Sherborn Board of Selectmen has executed the agreement.  At Sherborn’s request this is a one-year agreement specific to the Fiscal 2015 capital projects planned for the campus, which total $315,000.  Dover’s share will be $171,454.50 which is 54.43% of the total.  It is the intent that this agreement will be renewed each year.

Particular thanks were extended to Peter Caruso, Chair of Sherborn’s Board of Selectmen and Steve Bliss, Superintendent of the Dover-Sherborn Regional Schools for working so diligently to enable the signing of this agreement.

Mr. Dawley moved to execute the Intermunicipal Agreement, seconded by Robyn Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Review Ambulance Rates & Accounts Receivable Write-Offs
The Treasurer/Collector’s recommendation is to leave the Ambulance rates at the current levels for 2014, as they are at or above the recommended 110% of the Medicare rate.

Mr. Dawley moved to keep the 2014 ambulance rates the same as last year, seconded by Robyn Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Dawley moved to write off $7,028.43 as uncollectible ambulance receivables, seconded by Carol Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Review Revised FY15 Selectmen’s Capital Budget Requests
Revised figures on Library carpeting were discussed.  Due to a change in quality of the carpeting, and a larger amount of carpeting needed, the cost will be $60,000, not $30,000 as originally projected.  It was recommended that this request be moved to FY16 and coordinated with the library painting.

Mr. Dawley moved to approve $15,000 for air conditioning of the new Council on Aging space in the Caryl Community Center in FY15; as well as the Protective Agency Dispatch reconfiguration in the amount of $455,000 for FY15, seconded by Robyn Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Hunter recommended reading a very good article in the January 30 edition of the Dover-Sherborn Press (also available online), which presented a great deal of information regarding the proposed reconfiguration of the Protective Agency Dispatch project.

Appointment
Mr. Dawley moved to appoint Richard Wood to a three-year term on the Open Space Committee, seconded by Robyn Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Other Business:
Surplus Equipment
Mr. Dawley moved to declare 32 ink cartridges as surplus equipment, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Reserve Fund Transfer – Board of Selectmen
A Reserve Fund Transfer in the amount of $3,000 was requested by the Selectmen’s Office to cover the difference in payroll for a full-time administrative assistant in the Board of Selectmen’s office, replacing two part-time administrative assistants.

Mr. Dawley moved to approve a $3,000 Reserve Fund Transfer, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Approve January 23, 2014 Meeting Minutes
Mr. Dawley moved to accept the January 23 meeting minutes as amended, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Adjournment
At 7:03 p.m., Mr. Dawley moved to adjourn, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.
