DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES

                     February 24, 2014, approved as Written, April 7, 2014
Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members John Dougherty, Henry Faulkner, Jane Remsen, Greg Sullivan, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci, and Planning Assistant Susan Hall.

1. ANR, 11 MORNINGSIDE DRIVE

Mr. Carlucci explained the plan was created in order to make an existing septic system compliant regarding property line setbacks.
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         ANR plan, as submitted, for 11 Morningside Drive.  The motion passed unanimously with five members voting.

2.  ANR, 155 – 157 WALPOLE STREET
Present were applicant Dave MacCready and property owner of 155 Walpole Street, Kevin Eyers.  Mr. MacCready explained the purpose of the plan is to subdivide two lots with existing structures on them into three buildable lots.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         ANR plan, as submitted, for 155 - 157 Walpole Street.  The motion passed unanimously with five members voting.

3.  MEDICAL MARIJUANA FACILITY BYLAW

The Board discussed and edited the final draft of the bylaw.
4.  ANR, 33 FARM STREET

Present were the Applicants attorney and architect, Robert Dionisi and Charles Rolando, respectfully, Town Counsel Kevin Batt, Engineer Steve Dyer, abutters Eileen and Wolfgang Fitz and Jay Hughes along with his attorney Jack Donoghue.  

Board members Henry Faulkner and Greg Sullivan disclosed that they are members of the Dover Land Conservation Trust which has a restriction on the property.  It was unanimously agreed to that it would not be a conflict of interest for them to participate in the discussion and vote on the application.

Mr. Dionisi reviewed the previous hearing. Two ANRs, each one having a different configuration, were submitted.  Mr. Donoghue submitted a copy of the conservation restriction pertaining to the property to supplement other documents he had submitted previously.  The Board reviewed and discussed the status of the 30’ Right of Way and whether or not that qualified as frontage for the proposed new lots. It was determined that that there is not sufficient evidence to make a determination that the Right of Way qualifies as a way that can be counted as frontage.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the minutes, as amended, for February 24, 2014.The motion passed unanimously with five members voting.
