February 24, 2014

At 6:30 p.m., Chairman James P. Dawley, Jr. called the meeting to order with members Carol Lisbon and Robyn Hunter present.  Also present were David W. Ramsay, Town Administrator, and Greer Pugatch, Assistant Town Administrator.

Execute 2014 Annual Town Meeting Warrant & Assign Articles
Two changes to the Warrant were discussed:  Council on Aging’s withdrawal of an article requesting funds for a sinking fund; and the Article 10 request for town-wide revaluation funds by the Assessors fund was finalized at $40,000.

Mr. Dawley moved to execute the Annual Town Meeting Warrant for May 5, 2014 as written, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Award Fire Station Bay Doors Project & Waive Building Permit Fee
Mr. Dawley moved to award the Fire Station Bay Doors Project to the lowest bidder, Barbato Construction Company of Middleborough, MA in the amount of $63,477, and to authorize Mr. Ramsay to sign the contract when completed, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Dawley moved to waive the building permit fee of approximately $630 for this project, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Appointment
Mr. Dawley moved to correct the appointment of Richard Wood to the Open Space Committee to fill an unexpired term, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Appoint Transfer Station Operator
Mr. Dawley moved to appoint Michael Petrangelo as Transfer Station Operator, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Other Business:
Special Licenses (2)
Mr. Dawley moved to approve two special licenses:  for Elm Bank on February 26, and Connors Center on March 6, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Snow & Ice Authorization
Due to the harsh winter, the Snow & Ice Budget has been depleted, and the Superintendent of Streets is asking for an additional $75,000 to cover the remaining season.

Mrs. Hunter moved to approve an additional $75,000 for Snow & Ice, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Approve February 10, 2014 Meeting Minutes
Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the meeting minutes of February 10, 2014, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Citizens’ Comments
Mrs. Hunter announced her intention to run for Selectman for a three-year term.
