
Dover Warrant Committee
Minutes of the February 26, 2014 meeting

Location: Dover Town House
Mr. Cone called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM.  
Mr. Sarro, Chairman Planning Board presented a proposed Warrant Article regarding Special Requirements for Medical Marijuana Facilities (preliminary draft copy dated 2/26/14 for discussion purposes attached).  The Planning Board is working with Town Council to finalize language.  Mr. Sarro made it clear that the Planning Board is not biased in one direction or another regarding Medical Marijuana Facilities.  They favor the article constructing the bylaw to provide for the establishment of Medical Marijuana Facilities in appropriate places and under the appropriate conditions.
Mr. Bill Clark, Dover Website Coordinator and IT Support provided an overview on the new email system to be used by all members of the Committee to comply with State public records laws.  Each member was assigned a username and password and directions on how to access the website.

Chief Hughes reviewed the Fire Department and Ambulance budget.  The Department has a request above level service to pay for 4 members of the Department to be on hand during 9 holidays.  The resulting increase to the budget is $8,291.  Currently the Department has summer weekend coverage and the proposed holiday coverage is to insure there will be adequate coverage to get one truck to respond to a call.  The requirement of the covering personnel is they must remain in Dover for the holiday.

Mr. Cone made a motion to approve an additional $75,000 to the Snow & Ice Budget.  Second by Mr. Cocks.  Approved 8-0-0.

Mr. Cocks made a motion to approve the minutes of the January 28, 2014 meeting.  Second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 5-0-3

Mr. Cone made a motion to approve the minutes of the January 29, 2014 meeting.  Second by Ms. Gill-Body.  Approved 8-0-0.

Mr. Cone reviewed the upcoming meetings:

March 5, the Warrant Committee will join the Selectmen to listen to the presentation of the new Minuteman Agreement

March 12, presentation by the Conservation Commission

Mr. Cone reviewed the list of proposed Warrant Articles.

Mr. Merrill reviewed with the Committee Revenue and Sources and Free Cash calculations.  He had worked with Mr. Ramsey and members of the Selectmen to verify the numbers.  Attached as part of the minutes is the 3-page document.  Members of the Committee thanked Mr. Merrill for all the time and effort to consolidate this information into one, easy to use document.
Being no other business, Mr. Cocks made a motion to adjourn, second by Mr. Merrill.  Meeting adjourned at 8:40 PM.
