                       March 24, 2014, Approved as Written, May 12, 2014


Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members John Dougherty, Henry Faulkner, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci, and Planning Assistant Susan Hall.[endnoteRef:1] [1:  Board members Jane Remsen and Greg Sullivan were not able to attend due to other commitments.] 


1. PUBLIC HEARING, REGISTERED MARIJUANA DISPENSARY
Present were Selectman Carol Lisbon and Citizen Robert Cocks.  Chair Mark Sarro opened the hearing and referred to, but dispensed with the reading of the legal notice. The Board discussed the draft of the bylaw.  The Board agreed to change the title of the bylaw to Registered Marijuana Dispensary from Medical Marijuana Facility to be consistent with state regulations.  They also discussed the Police Chief’s opinion on security.  He does not feel that there needs to be any language in the bylaw addressing security.  After the discussion the Board agreed to make a motion to close the hearing.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to close the hearing for the Registered Marijuana Dispensary.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

2. SIGN PERMIT, DOVER FARMS
Present was Robert Cocks from Century 21.  Mr. Cocks presented a rendering of the sign with details representing the developer, the real estate company and the name of the subdivision.  There will be no lights.  It measures 3 feet by 5 feet and will stand 6 feet in height.  After a brief discussion the Board agreed to approve the sign.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the sign permit as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

The meeting adjourned at approximately 8:30 PM
