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MEETING MINUTES

April 17, 2014

At 6:30 p.m., Chairman James P. Dawley, Jr. called the meeting to order with members Carol Lisbon and Robyn Hunter present.  Also present were David W. Ramsay, Town Administrator, and Greer Pugatch, Assistant Town Administrator.

Rail Trail Committee (RTC) re: Recreational Path Feasibility Study
Mrs. Lisbon stated that the RTC had spent hundreds of hours and created a report which represents all information gathered up until this point.  Should monies be found to complete the study, Appendix X lists the areas that require professional support.  Mrs. Lisbon recommended disbanding the committee at this point. 

Mrs. Cannie, Chairman of the Rail Trail Committee, stated that the study is finished to the best of the Committee’s ability.  There are site planning, engineering, conservation and legal items which are not able to be completed without professional assistance.  Mrs. Cannie thanked all the members of the committee.

Mr. Dawley and Mrs. Lisbon stated that the committee did a tremendous job, and compiled one of the most complete studies ever produced in the Town.

Mr. Dawley moved to disband the committee, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Pole Petition
Elizabeth Kelly, representing Verizon, said that Craig Hughes, Superintendent of Streets, had requested removal of a guy wire in a rotten tree stump, to be replaced with a second pole, as a preventive measure.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to remove the rotten stump and replace it with a second pole, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Discuss MGL C. 61A Right of First Refusal Option to Purchase Real Property
On April 4, 2014 the Board of Selectmen received a Notice pursuant to MGL C.61A that the owner of 46 Springdale Avenue has entered into a purchase and sales agreement to sell a 27.2 acre parcel to Northland Residential Corporation.  The contemplated development of the property would be 40 plus townhouses of which 25% would be deemed affordable.  This Right of Refusal is a result of the homeowner applying for and receiving a C.61A real estate tax exemption for certain farming use of the land on 24 acres of this parcel. 

Under state statute the Town of Dover has a right of first refusal to purchase this parcel which must be exercised within 120 days of the Notice, which is August 2, 2014.

Selectman Dawley stated that the purpose of tonight’s meeting was to gather questions and comments regarding this property.  There were to be no questions directed to anyone other than the Board of Selectmen.  Selectman Dawley further stated, for the record, that he was not related to the President of Northland Residential, John Dawley.

A brief presentation was made by John Dawley of Northland Residential, describing the type and quantity of housing which that company would plan to put on the property, if they were to purchase it.  It was stated that 40 units including the existing house were planned for the property.

Mrs. Lisbon stated that a page would be created on the Town website, containing documents as they become available, along with frequently asked questions and their answers. There will also be the ability to sign up through the webpage for email notification of changes to the webpage and meeting notifications. She urged Dover’s citizens to stay informed of this important project and to contact the Selectmen with any additional questions.

Finalize Article Motions
At the next meeting the Article Motions will be finalized.

Discuss status of proposed Amendment to Minuteman Regional School Agreement
Mrs. Hunter provided the Board with an update regarding the status of the amended Regional Agreement.  She stated that the Agreement as stands has a punitive impact on towns with fewer than 10 students and that this impact has been recognized by other towns participating in the Region.  At this juncture there is no concrete solution:  the other towns in the Region recognize the need for smaller towns to be able to withdraw; however no exit strategy has been established.   Mr. Dawley stated that it is frustrating that the Board is in no position to opine on this matter at the present time.

Execute 2014 Town Election Warrant
Mr. Dawley moved to execute the 2014 Annual Town Election Warrant, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Execute MWRTA Van Lease Contract Documents & Appoint Dover Representative to the MWRTA
Mr. Dawley moved to approve the execution of the agreement, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Dawley moved to approve the execution of the Intergovernmental Agreement, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to appoint Craig Hughes as Dover’s Representative to the MWRTA, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Approve No Parking Signs Placement at Noanet Woods Parking Lot
Mr. Dawley moved to approve No Parking signs placement, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Appoint Heavy Equipment Operator/Groundskeeper
This position became available as a result of the retirement of Ron Briggs.  The position was posted internally, as required by law.  There were two applicants, and Mr. Hughes, Superintendent of Streets recommended James Gorman from the Park and Recreation Department for this position.

Mr. Dawley extended his thanks to Ron Briggs for a great job, and stated that Mr. Briggs had been a great asset to the Town.

Mr. Dawley moved to appoint James Gorman as Heavy Equipment Operator/Groundskeeper for the Highway Department, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Boston Post Cane Presentation
Mr. Dawley gave a summary of the history of Dover’s Boston Post Cane, and noted that Mr. Melican had reinstated the presentation of the Cane a number of years ago.

Mr. Dawley read the Boston Post Cane Resolution, and congratulated Barbara Larkin, the current recipient.

Other Business:
Award Highway Bids – Type-1 In-Place Bituminous Concrete, Pavement Markings, Catch Basin Cleaning
There were four bids for the In-Place Bituminous Concrete, for which T. L. Edwards was the low bidder. 

There were two bids for the Pavement Markings.  There was an error in one bid, resulting in that bidder withdrawing their bid.  The remaining bidder was Highway Systems.

R. J. Gabriel was the only bidder for the Catch Basin Cleaning.

Mr. Dawley moved to award the bid for the Type-1 In-Place Bituminous Concrete to T. L. Edwards, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Dawley moved to award the bid for the Pavement Markings to Highway Systems, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Dawley moved to award the bid for the Catch Basin Cleaning to R. J. Gabriel, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Special Licenses (6)
There were five retroactive and one new license for review.  The licenses were:  April 3 at the Connors Center; April 8 at the Connors Center; April 10 at the Connors Center; April 11 at the Connors Center; April 12 at the Connors Center; and May 24 at Elm Bank.

Mr. Dawley moved to approve the special licenses as delineated above, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Chapter 90 Request
Mr. Ramsay said that this is a routine request.  The monies will be used to repave Centre Street from the Medfield line to the Needham line, with the project to occur during the summer months.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the Chapter 90 request for repaving Centre Street, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.


Approve Chapter 90 Winter Rapid Recovery Road Program Reimbursement
Mr. Dawley moved to approve a request for $42,169 in Chapter 90 Winter Rapid Recovery Road Program Reimbursement monies, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Prior Notice – Water Department
Mr. Ramsay said that a water leak has been being researched for several months, and it was finally located on Centre Street across from the Charles River School.   As a pre-emptive strike, a prior notice is being requested in case of a possible shortfall in that budget.

Mr. Dawley moved to approve the prior notice, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Surplus Equipment Request – Police Department
The Police Chief requested disposition (by auction or elsewhere) of spare tires, lightbars, lights, strobes, and mounting brackets belonging to vehicles the Department no longer has.

Mr. Dawley moved to approve disposition as requested, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Approve April 2, 2014 Meeting Minutes
Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the minutes as submitted, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Citizens’ Comments
Mr. Dawley stated that he felt that it had been a very good meeting, with very civil dialog, which was much appreciated.

Adjournment
