







[bookmark: _GoBack]DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
April 28, 2014, Approved as Amended, June 2, 2014


Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members John Dougherty, Jane Remsen, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci and Planning Assistant Susan Hall[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Board members Greg Sullivan and Henry Faulkner did not attend due to other commitments.] 


1.  ANR, 33 FARM STREET
Present was Architect Charles Rolondo representing the applicant.  The Board reviewed and discussed the plan.  Because a prior plan for this same parcel is currently under appeal by the applicant, Town Counsel was consulted about this plan.  After some discussion about whether the plan met the requirements for ANR endorsement, the Board agreed to endorse the plan, but noted for the record that its endorsement is not to be construed to mean an endorsement of any rights in or access over the right-of-way shown on the plan as “Hay Road” or any other determination as to whether the lots created are buildable under the Dover Zoning Bylaw or other applicable local bylaw or state law.  But rather the Planning Board’s endorsement signifies only that the plan presented appears to have adequate frontage on Farm Street and is not a subdivision subject to the Subdivision Control Law.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to endorse the plan, as submitted, for 33 Farm Street.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.


2.  PLANNING BOARD REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION FOR ARTICLE 17
The Board discussed and finalized the Report and Recommendation for the Medical Marijuana Bylaw.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the Report and Recommendation for the Medical Marijuana Bylaw subject to possible final edits by Jane Remsen. The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

3.  DISCUSSION RE: HOUSE NUMBER CHANGE
Present was property owner, John Puntonio.  Mr. Puntonio explained to the Board his reasoning for requesting the change of 74 Claybrook Road to 72 Claybrook Road.  He  noted that the property was originally two lots and that the second lot would have been assigned a separate street number but that second lot would never be developed due to wetlands and flood storage area on the property.

After a brief discussion the Board asked Mr. Carlucci to consult Town Counsel.

The meeting adjourned at approximately 8:30 PM.
