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MEETING MINUTES
BOARD OF SELECTMEN
April 30, 2014

At 7:00 p.m., Chairman James P. Dawley, Jr. called the meeting to order with members Carol Lisbon and Robyn Hunter present.  Also present were David W. Ramsay, Town Administrator, and Greer Pugatch, Assistant Town Administrator.

At 7:21 p.m., Mr. Dawley polled the members of the Board for their approval to go into executive session for the purposes of discussion regarding the option to purchase of real property.  It was unanimously voted to go into executive session, to return to the open meeting shortly.

At 7:43 p.m., the meeting was reconvened in open session.

Discuss MGL C. 61A Right of First Refusal Option to Purchase Real Property
Mr. Dawley stated that the BOS had discussed the options available under the Chapter 61A offer: a. Reject the existing Purchase and Sale agreement as deficient; b. Send a letter to the seller stating that though cognizant of deficiencies in the offer, the deficiencies in the offer will be waived, and the process of due diligence would be continued into the 120 day period; c. Do nothing.

Mr. Dawley stated that the consensus of the board was that it would serve the Town best not to lose the option to purchase, so have chosen Option B, which is to send a letter recognizing the deficiencies in the offer, but choosing to move forward into the 120-day due diligence period.  

Mr. Dawley made the following motion, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.
(a) To send a letter, through its Town Counsel, to the landowner and proposed seller for the property described in the Notice outlining the statutory deficiencies of the Notice;
(b) Within said letter, to waive the Town’s right to reject the Notice based on those deficiencies as the Notice presents a unique opportunity for the Town to potentially acquire open space in the center of Town; and
(c) To continue to consider whether to exercise the Town’s option to purchase the property described in the Notice within the remainder of the 120-day option period.
Discuss Status of Proposed Amendment to Minuteman Regional School Agreement
It was determined that the Board of Selectmen would vote to dismiss this article at Town Meeting, as too many questions remain unanswered.  In the next few months, the Board will send a letter to Minuteman Regional School with specific delineations of what Dover would require in order to support an amendment to the current agreement.  This discussion was tabled until a future meeting.

Finalize Article Motions
The article motions were presented in final form, and ready for Town Meeting.

Execute Representative Letter to Town Auditors
This letter is basically the same type of letter which has been done in previous years; however, in prior years, the letter was not executed by the Board, but by the Town Administrator.  The Town Accountant and the Town Treasurer/Collector have both read and recommended the execution of this document.

Mr. Dawley moved to execute the representative letter, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Conservation Restriction
This document had to do with the Chapter 61A property at 287 Dedham Street.  It formally allows Dover Land Conservation Trust to act as a monitoring agent for the Conservation Commission.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the restriction, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Other Business:
Special Licenses (7)
The Special Licenses are as follows:  May 1 at the Connors Center; May 2 at the Connors Center, May 3 at Elm Bank, May 9 at the Connors Center; May 25 at Elm Bank; June 14 at the Dover Church; and June 22 at Elm Bank.

Mr. Dawley moved to approve the Special Licenses as delineated above, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Approve April 17 and April 29, 2014 Meeting Minutes
It was requested by the Board to have more time to review the minutes of April 17.

Mr. Dawley moved to accept the Minute of April 29 as read, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Appointment
Mr. Dawley moved to appoint Ty Howe to the Tree Committee for a three-year term, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Adjournment
