                          





DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
                     May 12, 2014, Approved as Written, September 8, 2014


Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members John Dougherty, Henry Faulkner, Jane Remsen, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci and Planning Assistant Susan Hall.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Board member Greg Sullivan was not present due to other commitments.] 



1.  SIGN PERMIT, TTOR, 37 POWISSET STREET
Mr. Carlucci presented the rendering that was submitted with the application.  The sign measures 24 inches by 41 inches suspended on a 6 inch by 6 inch post positioned out of the sightline.  After a brief discussion the Board agreed to approve the sign.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the sign permit for 37 Powisset Street as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.

2.  ANR, 155 WALPOLE STREET
Mr. Carlucci presented the plan as submitted.  He advised the Board to deny the plan due to some typographical errors, but allow the applicant to resubmit without paying another application fee.  The Board agreed. 

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to deny the ANR plan for 155 Walpole Street due to some typographical errors, but allow the applicant to resubmit without paying another application fee.  The motion Passed unanimously with four members voting.

3.  HOUSE NUMBER CHANGE REQUEST, 74 CLAYBROOK ROAD
Mr. Carlucci explained that the request is based on the fact that the property includes what could be a separate lot that would have been eligible for the 72 Claybrook Road address. Since that lot has been deemed unbuildable and has been incorporated into the same lot as the house, and the number 70 is still available in the event that this property were to become buildable in the future, three of the four Board members agreed that the change was acceptable based on these unique circumstances.  Board member Jane Remsen expressed her opinion stating that she did not want to set a precedent.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the house number change request based on the unique circumstances stated above.  The motion passed with a 3 to 1 vote.  Board member Jane Remsen voted against the approval.


4. [bookmark: _GoBack] APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         minutes, as amended, for February 10, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         minutes, as amended, for March 24, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting. Board member Jane Remsen did not vote because she was not present at the meeting. 

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         minutes, as amended, for April 7, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting. Board member Henry Faulkner did not vote because he was not present at the meeting. 


5.  SPECIAL PERMIT AND SITE PLAN REVIEW, BAY COMMUNICATIONS II LLC.
Present were, Attorney Michael Dolan, Mark Cook representing the applicant, Bay Communications, several engineers also representing the applicant, Regional School Committee Chairman Richard Robinson, and several abutters from both Dover and Medfield.

Attorney Dolan presented the Board with the details of the application.  The proposal is to construct a 92’ telecommunications monopole-style tower, camouflaged as a tree (the “Monopine”) and attached antennas, remote radio heads, surge arrestors and amplifiers at approximately 88’ above ground level, with a fenced compound, equipment shelter, GPS antenna, fiber, cables and electronic equipment, utilities, emergency backup power generator, and other appurtenances along with an access through a 20’ wide access and utility easement to the public R.O.W..

The applicant will minimize the visual and environmental impacts, as well as any potential deleterious impact on property values.  The facility will be screened by existing tree growth and so potential visual impacts are minimized. It will not cause any nuisance such as unreasonable noise vibration, smoke, odor or dust.  It also will improve emergency communications for police and fire personnel by reducing the number and frequency of dropped and incomplete connections due to weak signals.

Mr. Robinson reported that the school committee is interested in researching the possibility of the cell tower being installed on the Town’s property at the regional high school.  After some discussion, Mr. Dolan agreed on behalf of the applicant to allow the School Committee 45 days to release an RFP for consideration of installing the tower on the school property.
