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MEETING MINUTES
BOARD OF SELECTMEN
MAY 21, 2014

At 6:34 p.m., Chairman James P. Dawley, Jr. called the meeting to order with members Carol Lisbon and Robyn Hunter present.  Also present were David W. Ramsay, Town Administrator, and Greer Pugatch, Assistant Town Administrator

Reorganization of the Board
Mr. Dawley explained the tradition of the reorganization of the Board.  

Mr. Dawley nominated Carol Lisbon as the new Chair, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.
Mrs. Lisbon stated that the plan had been for a six month split between her and Mr. Dawley as Chair last year, but due to events in her family, she had requested that Mr. Dawley continue as Chair for the entire year.  She thanked Mr. Dawley for serving as Chairman for a longer period than originally expected.

Mrs. Lisbon nominated Mr. Dawley as Clerk, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Dawley nominated Mrs. Hunter as member, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.

Update on Right of First Refusal to Purchase 46 Springdale Avenue Pursuant to MGL C. 61A
Mrs. Lisbon stated that the liaison assignments for this project as previously determined would not change, though the BOS had been reorganized.

The Conservation Commission will be signing a contract with Paul McManus to do an environmental impact study.  She thanked all of the boards involved in this project for working together so seamlessly.  On June 26, the BOS, Board of Health, Conservation Commission, Planning Board and Open Space Committee, and possibly representatives of the Dover Land Conservation Trust, will review all reports by the committees and consultants. 
Review Proposal for Phase I Environmental Assessment
Mrs. Lisbon stated that as part of due diligence regarding 46 Springdale Avenue an environmental Phase 1 assessment should be conducted on the property, and a proposal has been submitted from ADS tonight.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to accept the ADS Environmental Engineering Phase 1 proposal dated May 7, 2014 with the understanding that it be completed by June 18, 2014, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Prior Notice - Selectmen 
Mrs. Lisbon moved to accept the Prior Notice of $3,700.00 to cover the environmental assessment for the C. 61A project, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Prior Notice - Law
Mrs. Lisbon moved to accept the Prior Notice of $10,000 relative to the property at 46 Springdale Avenue, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

A request that notices of meetings be sent out 3 – 4 days ahead of these meetings on 46 Springdale, rather than on the day of each proposed meeting, was made by Mr. Powers. The BOS will implement this recommendation.

Mr. Fisher asked about strategies regarding buying the entire property or part of it; and cost changes if that were to occur.

Mrs. Lisbon stated that the Board would not discuss strategies and tactics regarding the negotiations in open meeting, but said that discussions are ongoing with Town Counsel regarding this property.

Renewal of Caryl Community Center License Agreements
License agreements are re-negotiated each year in June.  In FY14 the three tenants (Erin’s School of Dance, CDC and Parent Talk) brought in almost $109,000 in license fees to Dover .  

Discuss Minuteman Regional School Resolution
Mrs. Hunter updated the Board. Tenof 16 communities have voted to approve the amended resolution; 4 towns voted to pass on it; 1 town has voted no; 1 more town meeting to occur in June.

A resolution was created in Needham, which stated that if a member Town wants to withdraw, no other town would stand in its way.  Seven towns have passed this resolution, and Mrs. Hunter would like the Town of Dover to do the same.

Mrs. Lisbon stated that she supports this resolution; it is a good faith effort by member towns.

Mr. Spalding said that Minuteman continues to have ongoing discussions regarding the scaling down the size of the proposed building, enrollment,  and educational plans.  Nothing is final at this point.

Mr. Dawley asked if Dover is covered by being a member of Norfolk Agricultural School, in the event of pulling out of Minuteman, realizing that towns in Massachusetts are mandated to offer alternative education to citizens.

Mrs. Hunter moved to approve the resolution:  “That in the event of ratification of the revised Minuteman Regional Vocational School District agreement as approved by the Regional School Committee on March 11, 2014, and in the event of notice of desire to withdraw by one or more members of the District given within one year of the effective date of the revised Agreement, the Board of Selectmen will not place a warrant article disapproving such withdrawal in a Town Meeting warrant, unless required by law, and will oppose such a disapproval article or motion in any event.” This was seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Mr. Spalding suggested that the Board of Selectmen send a letter containing Dover’s requirements from the agreement to Minuteman before bringing the agreement request to another town meeting.

Board’s Summer Meeting Schedule
The next meetings were set for: June 9, June 26, July 9, July 21, August 6, and August 27.

Appointment
Mrs. Lisbon moved to appoint Craig Hughes as Dover’s Representative to the MWRTA, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Other Business
Special Licenses
The special licenses were as follows: June 1 at Elm Bank; June 11 at Connors Center, June 14 at Connors Center, June 18 at Elm Bank, June 19 at Elm Bank, June 28 at Connors Center.

Mr. Dawley moved to accept the special licenses as described above, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Approve April 30 Open Session Meeting Minutes
Mrs. Lisbon moved to accept the meeting minutes of April 30 as submitted, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Approve April 30, 2014 Executive Session Meeting Minutes
Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the meeting minutes of April 30 as submitted, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Citizens’ Comments
Mr. Dawley thanked everyone for coming out to vote.  Mrs. Lisbon congratulated everyone who was re-elected, or newly elected.

Mrs. Lisbon outlined several upcoming events:  Memorial Day will be on May 30 at 6:00 pm – it is Dover’s tradition to hold it on the actual Memorial Day.

On May 31, a Hazardous Waste Day will be held at the Medfield Transfer Station.

On June 1st, the Police Department is hosting their Annual Open House from 11:00 am to 2:00 pm.

On June 7th, the Recycling Committee is having the 1st annual shredding day at the Transfer Station. Thank you to Jay Hughes and Dover Country Properties for sponsoring this event.

Mrs. Lisbon remarked that all of this items and more can be found on the Town website.
