





[bookmark: _GoBack]DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
                 June 2, 2014, Approved as Amended, September 8, 2014


Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members John Dougherty, Henry Faulkner, Jane Remsen, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci and Planning Assistant Susan Hall.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Board member Greg Sullivan was not present due to other commitments.] 


1. ANR, 155  WALPOLE STREET
Mr. Carlucci explained the purpose of this plan is to reconfigure Lots 2 and 3 to create Lots 2A and 3A.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to endorse the ANR plan as submitted for 155 Walpole Street.  The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.

2.  CHAPTER 61A DISCUSSION, 46 SPRINGDALE AVE
Board member Jane Remsen gave an overview of the property and the details of potential options.  Ms. Remsen agreed that she would be available to present the Planning Board report on the property at the Board of Selectmen’s meeting of June 26. She presented the following preliminary information:
· About 24 of 27 acres is a Chapter 61A property.
· The Board of Selectmen has hired a company to conduct a survey.
· The Conservation Commission has hired a wetlands engineer to delineate the wetlands.
· Access to the back of the property is an issue if only the 61A property were to be acquired as access through abutting land owned by Dover Land Conservation Trust and U.S. Army Corps of Engineers would require an extensive wetlands crossing which is not likely to be practical. The other option would be to divide the property such that access from Springdale Avenue would be provided.  
· Preliminarily there seems to be a possibility of 8 to 10 building lots, each with at least one acre in area, on a loop road. 
A more detailed analysis will be possible once the new survey and wetlands delineation are available.
 POTENTIAL BOARD MEMBER
A citizen attended the meeting to inquire and discuss the possibility of becoming a Planning Board member.
3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the          minutes, as amended, for April 28, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting. Board member Henry Faulkner did not vote because she was not present at the meeting.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         minutes, as amended, for May 12, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.



The meeting adjourned at approximately 8:50 PM.
