                          





[bookmark: _GoBack]DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
                    June 23, 2014, Approved as Written, September 8, 2014


Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:36 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members John Dougherty and Henry Faulkner, and Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Board members Jane Remsen and Greg Sullivan and Planning Assistant Susan Hall were not present due to other commitments.] 



1. SPECIAL PERMIT AND SITE PLAN REVIEW, BAY COMMUNICATIONS II LLC.SIGN PERMIT, TTOR, 37 POWISSET STREET
At the request of the applicant, this hearing was continued.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to continue the public hearing to July 16, 2014 at 7:30 PM. The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

2.  DANCER FARM PERFORMANCE SECURITY
Mr. Rick Olstein was present for the applicant. He described the need for the tripartite agreement as a necessary step in getting additional lots released so that they might obtain building permits for them. He stated that he was not seeking additional lot releases tonight but would present that request at the next meeting. Gino Carlucci reported that the tripartite agreement had been reviewed and approved by Town Counsel and the $213,000 value for the cost to complete the subdivision was prepared by the Town Engineer with input from the Highway Superintendent.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve and sign the tripartite agreement.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

Several residents were in the audience and wished to present some issues related to construction of the subdivision. One issue was that there is sometimes standing water in the detention basins. Mr. Klein explained that the basins had been temporarily constructed lower than the design called for so that they would catch sediment that washed in during construction to keep it from entering the Town’s drainage system on Hartford Street. The plan was to raise the grade after the site was stabilized. However, he agreed to raise the grade now. He would also construct the swales.

Dust was also an issue. Mr. Klein stated that this problem would be reduced once the septic systems have been installed for the first two houses since they would then be able to vegetate those lots.

Work on weekends, including Sundays was also discussed. It was pointed out that the Certificate of Action restricts work to Monday through Friday from 7 AM to 5 PM, and to Saturdays with prior permission from the Town. No work is to take place on Sundays. Mr. Klein apologized for the breach of this rule and promised to better monitor his subcontractors and make sure they are aware of the restricted hours going forward.

Mark Sarro mentioned that the sign had met the size requirements since it was deemed to be multiple signs in a single display which was less cluttered than separate signs. However, the sign is still improperly located within the Town right-of-way and still needs to be moved.

Finally, it was noted that there were pieces of concrete in the island at the intersection of Hartford and Walpole Street that were damaging the plants there. It was promised that these would be removed.

3.  46 SPRINGDALE AVENUE 

The Board next discussed 46 Springdale and its report to the Board of Selectmen prior to the meeting that was scheduled for June 26th. Gino Carlucci reported that he had received a copy of the new survey and wetlands delineation. He said the wetlands at the entrance were more extensive than had been shown on the previous plan but that it looked as if a loop road with 10 lots was still viable. He noted that the road would need to cross a portion of the “no-disturb” and “no structures” zones, and that Conservation Commission would not likely make a definitive statement on such a crossing without a formal application since that had been its position with regard to a similar situation at Kirby Farm subdivision.

It was also noted that it would be possible to retain access to the back of the property from Springdale Avenue in the event that the entire property were to be purchased and the existing house sold off.

Gino Carlucci was asked to prepare a draft report and to send it to Jane Remsen for review prior to submission to the Board of Selectmen. He was also asked to prepare a revised loop road and ANR plan based on the new survey and wetlands delineation.


4. VACANCY AND ASSOCIATE MEMBER

The Board had a discussion with a person who was possibly interested in either the upcoming vacancy on the Board or the Associate Member position.

The meeting adjourned at approximately at 9:00 PM.
