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MEETING MINUTES
BOARD OF SELECTMEN
JUNE 9, 2014

At 6:30 p.m., Chairman Carol Lisbon called the meeting to order with members James P. Dawley, Jr. and Robyn Hunter present.  Also present were David W. Ramsay, Town Administrator, and Greer Pugatch, Assistant Town Administrator.

Appointments
Mrs. Lisbon reminded citizens to call the Selectmen’s Office for information on any of the boards and committees.  Each Selectman was assigned to find volunteers to specific boards and committees.

Mr. Dawley moved to appoint Savita Shukla to an additional 3-year term on the Recycling Committee, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Discuss Extension Agreement Between Colonial Water Company & Town of Dover
Mrs. Lisbon asked that the Board be provided with a summary of terms and conditions as this extension agreement notes changes only, not the standard terms, before agreeing to the extension.

Discuss Change of Energy Coordinator’s Title
The current title does not represent all of the duties of the Energy Coordinator.  Mrs. Lisbon would like to hold off on this discussion until after speaking with Erika Lert.

Award Tree Removal Bid
Mr. Dawley moved to award the Tree Removal Bid for this year to Northeastern Tree Service in the amount of $6,740, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Execute Dover Police Association Memorandum of Agreement
Mr. Dawley stated that over the past two months contract negotiations were held with David Ramsay, Jim Dawley, Chief McGowan, Labor Counsel, and Officers Ryan Menice, Nicole Bratcher-Heffernan, David Chaisson and Jon Cash in a very cordial manner.  The results were a very fair contract in context of other Town employees including slight cost of living increases.  The union has ratified the contract.

Mr. Dawley moved to accept the Memorandum of Agreement, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Inquiry re: Purchase of Land
In 2004 a list of town-owned parcels was drawn up.  Mr. Ramsay stated that the list is current as of two months ago.  Mr. Dawley felt that perhaps the list should be looked at by the various land use boards to issue opinions on the value of the parcels.  It would be helpful to have this information for the Board by mid-August.

Other Business:
Special Licenses:
The licenses requiring approval are:  June 8 at Elm Bank; June 21 at Elm Bank; July 5 at Elm Bank; August 2 at Elm Bank; August 24 at Elm Bank; September 6 Elm Bank; September 26 at Elm Bank and October 11 at Elm Bank. 

Mr. Dawley moved to approve the special licenses as delineated above, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Reserve Fund Transfer:
A Reserve Fund Transfer for Selectmen’s Professional Services in the amount of $18,700 was requested to cover expenses for due diligence regarding the Chapter 61A property on Springdale Avenue.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the transfer request, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

A Reserve Fund Transfer was requested for the Law budget in the amount of $15,000 to cover expenses for due diligence regarding the Chapter 61A property on Springdale Avenue.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve the transfer request, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Approve April 17 and May 8, 2014 Meeting Minutes
Mr. Dawley moved to accept the minutes of April 17, 2014 as revised, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously approved.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to accept the minutes of May 8, 2014 as submitted, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously approved.

Citizens’ Comments
Sara Molyneaux stated that the oldest house in Dover located at 6 Farm Street is slated for demolition.  The house was purchased in 2003 by the Oliva family.  The new owners do not live in it, and do not want to live in it.  It was planned to purchase the house, and move it.  The plan fell through.  It is the oldest house in town that still sits on its original location.  The house is 290 years old.  The Friends of the Draper House was formed in 2007.  An offer was made to the Olivas in 2010, which they accepted; however, they changed their minds.  Demolition of the house will occur, perhaps as early as next week – a permit has been issued, and cannot be stayed.  This house is older than the Caryl House It would take approximately two weeks to dismantle and catalog the house, and then store it in a trailer.  The Friends have offered once again to pay for the demolition, removal and property mitigation.  This would save the homeowner the cost of the demolition and removal.

Mrs. Lisbon commended Sara Molyneaux for all of her efforts over the years on this issue.

Mrs. Lisbon thanked the Recycling Committee, and Jay Hughes of Dover Country Properties for arranging and sponsoring Shredding Day.
