





[bookmark: _GoBack]DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
                  July 21, 2014, Approved as Amended, September 22, 2014

Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 8:04 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members John Dougherty and Henry Faulkner, and  Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Board members Jane Remsen and Greg Sullivan and Planning Assistant Susan Hall were not present due to other commitments.] 



1.  SPECIAL PERMIT AND SITE PLAN REVIEW, BAY COMMUNICATIONS II LLC. CELL TOWER SPECIAL PERMIT, OFF JUNCTION STREET
At the request of the applicant, this hearing was continued.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to continue the public hearing to August 11, 2014 at 7:30 PM. The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

2. LOT 3, CLAYBROOK SCENIC ROAD HEARING
At the request of the applicant, this hearing was continued.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to continue the public hearing to August 11, 2014 at 8:00 PM. The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

3.  DANCER FARM LOT RELEASE
 Mr. Dan Velonis was present for the applicant seeking release of Lot 2 from the Subdivision Covenant. Several abutters were present. 

The Board discussed drainage issues at this site and viewed photographs from a recent rainstorm showing water rushing down Hartford Street past the catch basin.  Mr. Velonis acknowledged that the silt sacks were preventing water from entering the catch basins , and one catch basin was too high. He said these issues will be addressed. The silt sacks were removed and the basins cleaned, and silt fence was installed around the dirt piles at the site.

Abutters expressed concern about storm water runoff from the site, depth of the swales  and puddling in the detention basins. Due to these drainage issues, the Board decided to defer the lot release to the next meeting with the Town Engineer in attendance to speak to these issues.




4. HAVEN TERRACE APPROVAL NOT REQUIRED PLAN
Ken Chase and Patrick Corrigan presented a plan to reconfigure four lots on Haven Terrace into five lots. Mr. Carlucci reported that the plan complies with the requirements for an ANR plan.

 On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to endorse the plan. The motion passed unanimously with three members voting


The meeting adjourned at approximately at 9:13 PM.
