






[bookmark: _GoBack]DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
               August 11, 2014, Amended as Approved, September 22, 2014

Vice Chair Jane Remsen called the meeting to order at 7:35 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members Henry Faulkner and Kate Bush, and Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Board members Mark Sarro and John Dougherty and Planning Assistant Susan Hall were not present due to other commitments.] 



1.  SPECIAL PERMIT AND SITE PLAN REVIEW, BAY COMMUNICATIONS II LLC. CELL TOWER SPECIAL PERMIT, OFF JUNCTION STREET
At the request of the applicant, this hearing was continued.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to continue the public hearing to September 8, 2014 at 7:30 PM. The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

2. 60 CENTRE STREET - NEEDHAM BANK SIGN PERMIT
Jason Parillo of Back Bay Sign presented the proposed sign, which consists of individual letters attached to the brick façade above the entrance and spelling out “Needham Bank”. It will also have three gooseneck lights. Mr. Carlucci stated that the proposed sign meets the requirements of the Zoning Bylaw and sign rules and regulations.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the sign as presented in the application. The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

3. 46 SPRINGDALE AVENUE 61A
Henry Faulkner provided an update on the proposed aquisition noting that the Special Town Meeting warrant includes two articles. One article is to approve the funding the other is to establish a committee to recommend potential uses for the property.

The Board of Selectmen will meet on September 3 and have asked boards presenting information at the Special Town Meeting to present first at this meeting. Jane Remsen volunteered to draft a presentation based on the report the Planning Board provided previously to the Selectmen.

4. LOT 3, CLAYBROOK SCENIC ROAD HEARING
At the request of the applicant, this hearing was continued.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to continue the public hearing to September 8, 2014 at 7:45 PM. The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

5.  DANCER FARM LOT RELEASE
 Mr. Dan Velonis was present for the developer seeking release of Lots 2 and 8 from the Subdivision Covenant. Several abutters were present. 

Once again, the Board discussed the issue of drainage at and from the site. Mr. Velonis described the measures taken by the developer since the last Board meeting to ensure that no further erosion or runoff problems occur. There was also some discussion about work on Saturday. The Board confirmed that the Certificate of Action allows work to be done on Saturdays with the Town’s permission. Mr. Velonis said that the developer tries  to avoid operating heavy equipment on Saturdays ,limiting the work instead to inside work.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to release Lots 2 and 8 from the subdivision covenant. The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.


The meeting adjourned at approximately at 8:32 PM.
