




DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
              September 22, 2014, Approved as Amended October 6, 2014 


Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:35 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members Kate Bush, John Dougherty, Henry Faulkner, Jane Remsen, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci and Planning Assistant Susan Hall.


1.  CONTINUATION OF SIGN PERMIT, COUNTY COURT
Mr. Carlucci reported that he had called and left a message with the abutter, Mr. Donovan, inviting him to tonight’s meeting.  The Board agreed to continue the meeting to October 6 and to contact Mr. Donovan again to be sure there has been ample opportunity for comment on this issue.

2. SPECIAL PERMIT AND SITE PLAN REVIEW, BAY COMMUNICATIONS II LLC. CELL TOWER SPECIAL PERMIT, OFF JUNCTION STREET
Mr. Carlucci informed the Board that the Dover Sherborn Regional School Committee had released an RFP and received only one proposal submitted by Bay Communications II LLC.

3. CONTINUATION OF A SCENIC ROAD HEARING, LOT 3 CLAYBROOK ROAD
Mr. Carlucci informed the Board that the applicant has submitted a request to withdrawal the application without prejudice. He said that a new application proposing the removal of two trees likely will be forthcoming.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to accept the Withdrawal Without Prejudice and to close the Scenic Road Hearing for Lot 3 Claybrook Road. The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         minutes, as amended, for July 21, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         minutes, as amended, for August 11, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously with three members voting.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to approve the         minutes, as amended, for September 8, 2014.  The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.

 
5. MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS
· It was brought to the attention of the Board that a sign has been installed on the building at 4 Walpole Street but no application has been submitted for the permit. The Planning Board office will inform the Building Inspector.
· Ms. Remsen reported that the Special Town Meeting for the Article regarding the 61A property at 46 Springdale Avenue voted 445 to 16 in favor of the Town purchasing the property.
