                         




DOVER PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
               September 8, 2014 ,Approved as Amended, September 8, 2014


Chair Mark Sarro called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM at the Dover Town House.  Also present were Board members John Dougherty, Henry Faulkner, Jane Remsen, Consulting Planner Gino Carlucci and Planning Assistant Susan Hall.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Board member Kate Bush was not present due to other commitments.] 


1. SPECIAL PERMIT AND SITE PLAN REVIEW, BAY COMMUNICATIONS II LLC. CELL TOWER SPECIAL PERMIT, OFF JUNCTION STREET
At the request of the applicant, this hearing was continued.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to continue the public hearing to October 27, 2014 at 7:30 PM. The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.

2. SIGN PERMIT, COUNTY COURT
Present was Paul Tallen, representing The Niles Company, which manages County Court.  Mr. Tallen informed the Board about the sign that was installed in 2012. The sign is in violation of Section 185-35, A (5), because no permit was applied for. As a result Mr. Tallen received a letter from the Dover Building Inspector, Walter Avallone instructing him to remove the lights on the sign and to file  a permit application with the Planning Board.  After some discussion, the Board and Applicant agreed to continue the matter to the October 6 meeting, since Mr. Tallen is unable to attend the Board’s next meeting on September 22. The Board asked Mr. Carlucci to contact the direct abutter who had complained to the Building Inspector about the light.The Board also asked Mr. Carlucci to review the ZBA Comprehensive Permit with regards to lighting on the sign..

3. CONTINUATION OF A SCENIC ROAD HEARING, LOT 3 CLAYBROOK ROAD
Present were Engineer Scott Goddard and Attorney Matthew Walsh representing the property owner, David Boyce, Attorney Brian Levey representing abutting property owners, Ann and Ken Gerson and Edward Hyson, and several abutters.   Mr. Goddard gave a presentation to the Board explaining the purpose for the hearing.  He explained that the driveway as proposed would require the removal of a 14” red oak tree.  The tree has sparse branches to a height of approximately 40’ feet and  is restricted by the larger surrounding trees.

Attorney Levey presented the Board with reasons to deny the application:
· There is a pending case before the Zoning Board of Appeals regarding reduction of the setback from the Charles River
· Insufficient Sight Distance
· Relief needed for sideline setback for driveway
· According to statue the Board’s Public Hearing should be a joint hearing with the Tree Warden 
After a lengthy discussion the Board agreed to continue the hearing at the applicant’s request.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to continue the public hearing to September 22, 2014 at 8:30 PM. The motion passed unanimously with four members voting.

4. INFORMAL DISCUSSION, NEEDHAM BANK
Present was Attorney Vinnie O’Brien representing Needham Bank.
Mr. O’Brien explained to the Board that the bank would like to use the existing drive-up window, which he said has not been in operation for many years.  After some discussion, the Board advised Mr. O’Brien to submit a preliminary site plan. At that time, the Board will make a decision to approve the plan or ask the applicant to submit a full site plan, if more information is needed.

5. UPDATE ON CHAPTER 61A PROPERTY, 46 SPRINGDALE AVENUE
Board member Jane Remsen updated the Board on the presentation she made at the Open Hearing for the property at 46 Springdale Avenue.
