


Minutes of the Town of Dover Board of Health meeting for January 13, 2014

Present:	Dr. Barbara Roth-Schechter, Chairperson; Member Dr. Harvey George; Agent Mike Angieri, Septic Systems

1. Meeting called to order at 7:01 pm.
2.  The Board approved the minutes of the December 16, 2013 Board of Health meeting.
3.  Treasurer Gerard Lane has requested that the Board approve the transfer of unexpended funds from the escrow account of Thomas Battell to the general fund.  It was voted unanimously. 
4.   Mike asked the Board for input on the current version of the Septic System installer letter that goes to all installers doing work in the town. The permit application for hauling and installation was also given to the Board for review.  
5. Barbara updated the Board on the LDC meeting held January 9, 2014.  The DMP is completed with a total of 42 deer culled - 25 does and 17 bucks resulting in a hypothetical reduction of 92 deer assuming each doe to have one set of twins yearly.  A letter campaign is underway in support of Sunday hunting as there is currently pending legislation to allow Sunday hunting.  Borrelia miyamotoi is now on the list of organisms for which evidence of infection is reportable by laboratories.  The LDC proposed a name change to the Tick Awareness and Action Committee (TAAC). The Board proposed the Tick Borne Illness Committee (TBIC) as the new name considering that illness prevention is critical to the mission of the committee.  Barbara will go back to the LDC with the recommendation. 
6. 216 Claybrook Rd. – The property is located in both Dover and Natick.  The current owner wants to tie into Natick Sewer System.  The owner has indicated that Natick will allow it.  The Board has no objection and will forward the matter to the Board of Selectmen.
7. Mike informed the Board that changes to Title V became effective in January 2014.  Most changes allow local Boards of Health to make approvals without DEP involvement and give the local Boards more discretion in permitting certain items not previously permitted under Title V.  For example, under local up-grade approval, a Board can allow a well to be within 100 to 50 feet of a soil absorption area.  Prior to this change, it was not allowed unless a DEP variance was requested. There are properties in Dover that this change will affect. The Board also has the right to request higher degrees of treatment when granting such an approval.
8. The meeting was adjourned at 8:20 pm.
