



Minutes of the Town of Dover Board of Health meeting for January 27, 2014

1.  Meeting called to order at 7:00 pm.
2.  The Board approved the minutes of the January 13, 2014 Board of Health meeting.
3.  21 Whiting Road:  This is an existing 4 bedroom house with cesspool.  The Board voted to approve   an upgrade to replace the cesspool with a new 1500 gallon septic tank and leaching field and a deed restriction for no garbage grinder. 
4.  90 Claybrook Road:  The Board voted under local up-grade approval the setback distance of 90 feet from the soil absorption site for a new well with a deed restriction that ensures the water will be tested annually.
5.  The Board voted to confirm the request for funding of the revolving funds amounts for FY15 as follows: 
· Perc & deep hole permitting & inspecting	$40,000
· Septic inspection & permitting			$40,000
· Well inspection & permitting			$15,000
· Swimming pool inspection & permitting		$10,000
6.  George Giunta gave an update on the progress of a new well at 36-38 Farm Road.   If there is not enough water for a single working well there may need to be another plan that allows for a large storage tank (1500-2000 gallons).   
7.  George also reported on behalf of the Lyme Disease Committee that House Bill 714 that would allow for Sunday hunting has now gone to the House Ways and Means Committee.   Passage of the bill is anticipated for the 2015 Hunting Season.  
8.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:26 pm.
