



Minutes of the Town of Dover Board of Health meeting for March 10, 2014

1. Meeting called to order at 7:00 pm.
2.  The Board approved the minutes of the February 24, 2014 Board of Health meeting.
3.  26 Dover Road –This is an existing 5 bedroom house with a failed septic system.  Robert Vey, on behalf of the owners, presented a proposal for a new septic system with a 2000 gallon tank, 3 trenches, and request for 1 local upgrade approval due to site conditions.  The Board voted to approve the system upgrade with deed restriction limited to 5 bedrooms and no garbage grinder pending final review by the Health Agent.  
4. 72 Main Street – This is an existing 3 bedroom house with a cesspool.  Robert Vey, on behalf of the owners, presented a proposal for a new septic system for 4 bedrooms with a 1500 gallon tank and 2 trenches that will be on the site of a future addition.  A new well is also proposed.  The Board voted to approve the plans pending final review by the Health Agent. 
5. 9 Oak Circle – This is an existing 4 bedroom house.  The owners are proposing an upgrade to an Eljen system and no garbage grinder.  Mike recommends approval of the plans with deed restriction at the March 24 BOH meeting. 
6. The Board presented minor revisions to the installation policy.  Final review and approval will take place at the next BOH meeting.
7. LDC update– TTOR has decided to opt out of aerial spraying for mosquito control. DPH has accepted the LDC intern tick study project. The awareness campaign is due to start the third week of April.
8. The meeting was adjourned at 7:25 pm.
