Minutes of the Town of Dover Board of Health Meeting for June 23, 2014

1. Meeting called to order at 7:00 pm.
2.  The Board approved the minutes of the June 9, 2014 Board of Health meeting.
3. SPAN-DS – Beverly Madden presented highlights of the Social Norming program.  Through surveys and an effective poster campaign, students are better able to understand the reality, not the perception, of specific teen behaviors.  Messaging is positive.  There has been excellent support for the program among students, faculty, parents, and the greater Dover community.   

4. 46 Springdale – Barbara, working with Mike and with edits from George, composed a memorandum from the BOH for the Selectmen’s meeting on June 26. 

5. 46 Pine – The Board voted to approve the deed restriction for a septic system upgrade for a three bedroom property, subject to final review and approval by the Health Agent.

6. 90 Claybrook – The Board voted to approve a change for a FAST system from pressure dosing to drip irrigation, subject to final review and approval by the Health Agent.

7. 12 Haven Terrace (lot 2) – Mike presented plans for new construction on a single lot.  He informed the Board that there are four vacant lots on the same side of the street to be developed.  Mike will present plans for the additional sites as they become available.
8. 31 Springdale – The Board voted to approve the deed restriction.  The Septic System is to use an Eljen system to treat sewage from a four bedroom house; owner agrees to have in place at all times a maintenance contract with a state certified operator for operation and maintenance of the Septic System, and to report system inspection and test results to Massachusetts DEP and the Board of Health annually; no garbage grinder is to be installed or maintained in the house.

9. 202 Dedham – The Board voted to approve the deed restriction.  The Septic System is to use an Eljen system to treat sewage from an eight bedroom house; owner agrees to have in place at all times a maintenance contract with a state certified operator for operation and maintenance of the Septic System, and to report system inspection and test results to Massachusetts DEP and the Board of Health annually; no garbage grinder is to be installed or maintained in the house.  

10. 17 Meadowbrook –The Board voted to approve the deed restriction.  Cesspool will be abandoned. The Septic System is to use an Eljen system to treat sewage from a four bedroom house; owner agrees to have in place at all times a maintenance contract with a state certified operator for operation and maintenance of the Septic System, and to report system inspection and test results to Massachusetts DEP and the Board of Health annually; no garbage grinder is to be installed or maintained in the house.

11. Scraps Program- Food scraps are picked up from 350 households weekly, which yields 3 - 4 tons of garbage.  Joe will speak with George Stevens regarding ways to increase participation in the program. 
12. Emergency Preparedness- Karen informed the Board of the challenge in effectively managing the emergency preparedness Board of Health requirements given the limited number of hours available for the BOH Administrative Assistant position. 
13. DPH intern – Stephanie will drag twice weekly for the remainder of the tick study.  She will also go out in the field with Mike to learn about additional aspects and responsibilities of the Board of Health.
