
Dover Warrant Committee
Minutes of the March 12, 2014 meeting

Location: Dover Town House
The meeting was called to order at 7:02p.

Conservation Commission members were thanked for joining us to discuss their warrant articles.

Mr. Sheehan took the lead in discussing Article 12 - amendments to the wetlands bylaw.  He distributed a handout (attached) and with support from the other Conservation Commission members, stressed that the amendments to the Wetland bylaws were focused on technical corrections and updates, and did not have any substantive impact on the regulations or their application in Dover.  They answered questions throughout their presentation.

Ms. McCann led the discussion on Article 13 - a request to resume funding the Conservation Trust.  It was explained that the Trust was depleted in 2013 when the Conservation Commission supported the town purchase of land on Dedham Street.  Ms. Hagerty discussed the history of the Conservation Trust - including the funding by Town Meeting articles from 1994 thru 2001.  The members responded to questions from the Warrant Committee throughout the discussion.

The Conservation Commission members discussed their participation in the WC Open Hearing on Monday.  They expect to provide a handout for each of their warrant articles for distribution to the audience.

Ms. Bonnie Akins (Board of Assessors) joined the meeting about 7:25p.  Ms. Akins explained the request under Article 10.  $40,000 is to pay for an outside consultant to verify and certify the methods used by the Town to value properties.  It occurs every three years.
Mr. Cone confirmed with liaisons to the various sponsors of articles to be present at the Open Hearing scheduled for March 17 and to have their presentations to Mr. Clark to be included in the Open Hearing presentation.

Mr. Cone reminded the Committee of the Open Hearing March 17 at 7:30 PM and the next Warrant Committee meeting scheduled for March 18 at 7 PM to vote on the articles. 
Mr. Forte made a motion to approve the minutes of March 5, 2014.  Second by Ms. Gernerd.  Approved 9-0-0
Being no other business, Mr. Cocks made a motion to adjourn, second by Mr. Merrill.  Meeting adjourned at 8:32 PM.

Next meeting is scheduled for March 17, 2014 at 7 PM at the Dover Town House.
