Article 16: After much discussion, it was decided by the Committee that there was not sufficient information regarding the financial impact of the article on the Town to take a vote.

Article 4: Mr. Cocks moved to approve the Article excepting departments 161 Town Clerk ($73,736- waiting for final salaries figures from Selectmen) and 491 Cemetery ($109,500-change to expenses expected next week), second by Ms. Gill-Body.

Article 5: Mr. Cocks moved to approve the Article at a cost of $350,682(Details from the Capital Budget Committee attached as part of the minutes), second by Ms. Gill-Body.

Mr. Cone assigned members of the Committee articles to write-up for the Blue Book.  The write-ups are expected to be completed by March 22 and sent to Mr. Cone and Mr. Stuart for first draft of the Blue Book.
