
Dover Warrant Committee
Minutes of the June 25, 2014 meeting

Members in attendance: James Stuart, John Cone, Kathy Gill-Body, Rich Forte, Brooks Gernerd, Geoffrey Merrill, Douglass Lawrence, Bob Cocks
Non-Members in attendance: Ms. Carol Lisbon (Selectmen)

Location: Dover Town House
Mr. Cone called the meeting to order at 5:01 PM.
Two Reserve Fund Transfer requests:
1. Cemetery requests and additional $1200 for their payroll account as there have been an unusual number of weekend burials this spring.  On Saturdays, the employees get 1.5x regular pay, Sundays 2x regular pay.  The Town is compensated for each burial, but the revenue goes into the General Account.  Motion to approve was made by Mr. Cone, second by Mr. Stuart.  Approved 7-0-0

2. Fire Department requests an additional $5750 for their maintenance account due to an unanticipated need to replace the water tank in Engine One.  Motion to approve was made by Mr. Cone, second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 7-0-0

Mr. Cone recognized Ms. Lisbon to explain the Selectmen’s request for Reserve Fund Transfer relating to the property at 46 Springdale.  Ms. Lisbon explained the need for funds to cover professional services, legal fees and phase II environmental costs.  Based on the information presented by Ms. Lisbon:
· Mr. Merrill made a motion to approve the request for $15,000 for legal services, second by Mr. Cone.  Approved 8-0-0

· Mr. Cone made a motion to approve the request for $18,700 for professional services, second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 8-0-0

· Mr. Cone made a motion to approve the request for $10,350 for a phase II environmental study of the property, second by Ms. Gernerd.  Approved 8-0-0

· Mr. Cone made a motion to approve the request for $6,917 from Conservation Commission to conduct a specialized wetlands due diligence on the 46 Springdale property contingent upon approval by the Conservation Commission Board, second by Ms. Gill-Body.  Approved 8-0-0
Mr. Cone provided the Committee with additional reserve Fund Transfer Requests and after discussion by the Committee:

· Mr. Cone made a motion to approve the request from Conservation Commission for $600 for the site walk with NSTAR on Hartford Street, second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 8-0-0

· Mr. Cone made a motion to approve the request from Council on Aging for $2,800 for payroll for the permanent part-time employee (as a result of the IRS audit to classify the person as an employee rather than an independent contractor), second by Ms. Gill-Body.  Approved 8-0-0

· Mr. Cone made a motion to approve the request of $7,503.26 to cover the costs of additional water testing as required by the State at the land-fill (Transfer Station), second by Mr. Cocks.  Approved 8-0-0

· Mr. Cone made a motion to approve the request for $1,600 from the Water Department due to extra water use, second by Mr. Cocks.  Approved 8-0-0

· Mr. Cone made a motion to approve a request from the Board of Health to increase the Septic Revolving Account to $53,000, second by Ms. Gill-Body.  Approved 8-0-0

The Board of Selectmen will hold a meeting July 21 to vote on the Springdale property.  Members of the Warrant Committee are encouraged to attend.

Mr. Cone wished to recognize Mr. Bob Cocks for his service to the Committee and thanked him for his three years of service.

Being no other business, Mr. Cone made a motion to adjourn, second by Mr. Cocks.  Meeting adjourned at 7:05 PM.
