Minutes of the July 14, 2014 meeting

Location: Dover Town House
Mr. Cone called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM.
Mr. Cone nominated Mr. Stuart as chairman of the Committee, second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 8-0-0
Mr. Stuart nominated Mr. Lawrence as vice-chairman of the Committee, second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 8-0-0

Mr. Stuart presented a list of all the Town liaison assignments and budgets (see attached).  There was consensus to continue the Committee meetings on Wednesdays at 7 pm for the upcoming year.

Mr. Stuart made a motion to approve the minutes of March 12, 2014, second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 7-0-1

Mr. Stuart made a motion to approve the minutes of March 17, 2014, second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 7-0-1

Mr. Stuart made a motion to approve the minutes of March 18, 2014, second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 7-0-1

Mr. Stuart made a motion to approve the minutes of May 5, 2014, second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 7-0-1

Mr. Stuart discussed meeting options for the Regional budget process, including meeting with Sherborn Advisory, Superintendent of the Regional Schools and members of the Regional School Committee.  Options included the same format as last year or a “Super Saturday” meeting where each School (Pine Hill, Chickering, Region) would present for 2 hours each.  There was concern expressed by members of the Committee as to the effectiveness of such a format including the opportunity for follow up.
Members of the Committee were encouraged to go to the Town website and get up to speed on the 46 Springdale property in the event the Selectmen vote to proceed to explore options to purchase the property at the July 21 open Hearing.

Important dates:

September 3 – Board of Selectmen Public Discussion

November 4 – Special Town Election to vote for debt exclusion

Mr. Dawley informed the Committee that the results of the Phase II environmental study showed no issues.

As of July 1, 2014 the Warrant Committee had expended $167,958 from the reserve Fund during the year, with the balance returned to Free Cash.
Mr. Forte made a motion to approve the expenditure of $176 for the ATFC Annual dues covering the period of July 1, 2014 – June 30, 2015, second by Mr. Merrill.  Approved 8-0-0
Being no other business, Mr. Stuart made a motion to adjourn, second by Mr. Merrill.  Meeting adjourned at 8:48 PM.
