Right of First Refusal to Purchase 46 Springdale Avenue Pursuant to MGL Chapter 61A Update
Mr. Dawley stated that any future meetings regarding 46 Springdale Avenue will be held in the Great Hall.  He recapped the process of the project:  A letter to the seller which discussed moving forward with the process was sent on May 3.  An Appraiser was approved, and an appraisal should be in hand within 3-4 weeks.  A meeting will be held in June with all concerned boards and committees for presentation of their reports on the property.  Mrs. Hunter put together a project plan with dates, questions, and requirements for all board/committee members, so that each concerned group is aware of their responsibilities in this matter.   Each Selectman will act as liaison to specific committees for the project.  Mrs. Lisbon stated that this is a very condensed process because of the timeline.  She stressed that this is a town-wide decision.  Whether the property will be bought will be determined by a Town Meeting.  If the Town votes to purchase, the meeting will be followed by a Town Election to approve the debt required to actually purchase the property.  She stated that input from everyone is needed and welcomed.  She further stated that if the property were purchased, the disposition of it will be determined by the Town, at a future Town Meeting after appropriate study of the options has been completed.

Review Proposal for Surveying Services re: C. 61A Property
A proposal for surveying the property was received and reviewed by Town Counsel.  The firm, GLM Engineering Consultants, Inc., was recommended by the Superintendent of Streets.  It was determined that the survey needed to be completed by mid-June.  Mr. Snyder and his attorney will be sent a letter requesting permission to conduct the survey of his property.

Mr. Dawley moved to approve GLM Engineering Consultants, Inc, of Dover, MA to conduct the survey services with regard to 46 Springdale Avenue, with a completion date of mid -June, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted. 


Review of Proposal for Phase I Environmental Assessment re: C. 61A Property
Mr. Dawley stated that this item would not be discussed this evening, as the Board needed more time to review the proposal. 

An Environment Impact Statement was discussed, and it was determined that the Conservation Commission would be able to recommend someone for this.


Other Business:

Two special licenses were requested for May 17 and May 27 at Elm Bank.

Mr. Dawley moved to accept the licenses, seconded by Mrs. Lisbon; it was unanimously voted.
