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MEETING MINUTES
BOARD OF SELECTMEN
August 6, 2014

At 6:32 p.m., Chairman Carol Lisbon called the meeting to order with members James P. Dawley, Jr. and Robyn Hunter present.  Also present were David W. Ramsay, Town Administrator, and Greer Pugatch, Assistant Town Administrator.

Close & Execute September 15, 2014 Special Town Meeting Warrant
Mrs. Lisbon stated that at the last meeting, the board chose to adhere to the Right of First Refusal for the property at 46 Springdale in the amount of $5.55 million.  At that meeting, a Warrant for a Special Town Meeting was opened, and will close tonight.

She gave a synopsis of the warrant, which has two articles.  Article 1 authorizes the Selectmen to acquire the property at 46 Springdale Avenue for general municipal purposes; and to see what sum of money the Town will raise and appropriate, appropriate by transfer from available funds, transfer, or borrow, or any combination of these methods, for the purpose of acquiring the Snyder Property.  This article requires a two-thirds vote.  

Article 2 authorizes funds for an ad hoc committee to be appointed by the Selectmen to study the possible uses of the Snyder property, if such property is acquired by the Town.  This article requires a majority vote

Mr. Dawley moved to execute the Warrant, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Park & Recreation Commission Request for Reduction from Quarterly to Bi-Annual Billing for Caryl Park Irrigation
Park and Recreation uses the Caryl Park Well to water the baseball field, as well as for the fountain at the Park.  They are billed on a quarterly basis.  They are requesting a reduction from quarterly billing to bi-annual, since the water is not used during the 2nd and 3rd quarters.

It was the sense of the Board to take no action, unless a better explanation could be provided.

Execute September 9, 2014 State Primary Warrant
The State Primary will be held on Tuesday, September 9, from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.

Mrs. Hunter moved to execute the Warrant, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Appointments
Mrs. Lisbon moved to appoint Craig Hughes to a one-year term as the Right to Know Coordinator, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to appoint Craig Hughes to a one-year term as Superintendent of Streets, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Mrs. Lisbon moved to appoint Jeffrey Carter to a three-year term as Deputy Water Operator, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted. 

Appoint Administrative Assistant to the Board of Selectmen/Town Administrator
Mrs. Lisbon moved to approve Mona DiSciullo as Administrative Assistant to the Board of Selectmen/Town Administrator’s office, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Other Business
Reserve Fund Transfer
The Accounting Department requested a transfer in the amount of $1,461.00 to cover additional hours for 4 weeks in that department.

Mr. Dawley moved to approve the request, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

The Board of Selectmen requested $150,000.00 for a refundable deposit for the purchase of the parcel located at 46 Springdale Avenue, contingent upon Town Meeting and/or Special Town Election approval.  This deposit must be delivered with the final Purchase and Sale Agreement.

Mr. Dawley moved to approve a $150,000 transfer from the Reserve Fund, seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Special Licenses
11 Special Licenses were requested:  August 10 at Elm Bank, August 13 at the Connors Center, August 16 at Elm Bank, August 16 at the Connors Center, August 17 at Elm Bank, August 19 at the Connors Center, September 3 at the Connors Center, September 5 at the Connors Center, September 6 at the Connors Center, September 13 at the Connors Center, and October 11 at Hale Reservation.

Mrs. Hunter moved to approve the special licenses as delineated, seconded by Mr. Dawley; it was unanimously voted.

Architectural Contract
The standard contract for the architectural services required for the Police Dispatch Renovation Project is being finalized by Town Counsel.  It will require execution by the Chair of the Board of Selectmen.

Mr. Dawley moved to authorize the Chair of the Board of Selectmen to execute the contract after finalization by Town Counsel; seconded by Mrs. Hunter; it was unanimously voted.

Citizens’ Comments
Mr. Dawley urged everyone to attend the September 3 Open Hearing informational session and also the Special Town Meeting on September 15. 

Mrs. Lisbon said that the Warrant will be in the mail next week; followed soon thereafter by an executive summary (which takes the place of the customary Blue Book for this Special Town Meeting).

Executive Session
Mrs. Lisbon moved to go into Executive Session for purposes of discussing the Purchase & Sale agreement, not to return to Open Session; a poll of each member resulted in unanimous approval.
