Minutes – July 8, 2014

The meeting was called to order at 7:33 pm.
Minutes from both the last regular meeting (June 1) and the June 24 special meeting were accepted.
Open Space Committee:
Regarding Landowner outreach/education, Justine has received four responses and Amey one.
The Noanet parking lot is officially open. Carol Lisbon, Chair of Dover’s Board of Selectmen, represented the Town. Hometown Weekly took a picture and will include an article. The Ranger station is now at the parking lot. A kiosk will remain at Caryl and alert Noanet users to the new parking lot.
Amey updated the committee on Pegan Hill.  Her group is now waiting on the appraisal, due, hopefully, in a couple weeks, so that they can take that information to the larger foundations.
Board of Health:
Barbara stressed the need for Dover to adopt a policy requiring homeowners to get their wells checked at regular intervals.  
There was a brief discussion of Colonial Water’s privately-held wells.  Henry suggested that the town install monitoring wells around Colonial Water’s wells so that the town could determine what impact the water company’s wells were having on town water levels.
In an update on the Lyme disease study, being conducted in Dover this summer, Barbara shared preliminary findings that there is much less tick density within the exclusion areas,  inside the deer fencing.  Stay tuned for remarkable data in the near future!
Conservation Commission:
Candace indicated that the crossings in Wylde Woods are actually under construction now!  
The next Conservation Commission meeting will be July 9 at which time commissioners, aided by Paul McManus and George Giunta, will be looking carefully at the proposed development plans for 46 Springdale.  Their task will be to see if access roads – theoretically -- could be fitted into these plans – roads that would be in keeping with MA Wetland Protection laws and the Dover By-law.
Planning Board:
In an update from Henry, the next Planning Board meeting will be July 16.  At that time, the Planning Board will continue looking at development options around 46 Springdale, in addition to its regular agenda items.
 
Board of Selectmen:
Carol shared that Friends of Dover Greenway will be presenting the Board of Selectmen with approximately $20,000 to help fund the engineering study for the trail.
Regarding 46 Springdale, the scheduled upcoming meetings/dates are: July 21 (Board of Selectmen), September 15 (town meeting), and November 4 (election).  Barbara suggested that, at the September 15 town meeting, a survey be given to people to answer how they would like to see the land at 46 Springdale used.  Everyone on Open Space applauded the idea, hoping it would provide important information and encourage attendance.
The next Open Space Committee meeting is slated for September 2.   
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:45 pm.
