Conservation Commission Meeting Minutes
February 26, 2014

Request for Determination
57 Hartford Street – Colonial Water Company, water main- Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Request for Determination of Applicability was opened.  Present for the applicant was Joyce Hastings, GLM Engineering.  She presented a plan showing the installation of 300’ of water main from Draper Rd to 57 Hartford St.  The plan showed erosion control on both sides of Hartford Street. Agent Giunta inspected the site.   All work will be in the roadway.  Motion made, seconded, and unanimously voted to close the hearing and issue a negative determination for the plan as proposed.  

Continued Notice of Intent
144-724 – Lot 3, Claybrook Road – proposed driveway to single family home - Scott Goddard, Goddard Consulting presented a revised plan dated 2-20-14.  The revisions showed the recharge trench relocated to the upland side of the driveway, the pitch of the driveway away from the wetland, also the driveway turnaround and the well moved out of the 40 ft buffer zone.  There was a lengthy discussion of a possible vernal pool.  Under the Limited Project Provision, mitigation was discussed to compensate for possible habitat loss.  Removal of invasive species (honeysuckle) was suggested and replacement with substantial native shrubs (ie:  high bush blueberry, sweet pepperbush) for habitat enhancement.  The Commission discussed a condition of approval as, the habitat enhancement and invasive species management plan shall be reviewed by Agent Giunta and Paul McManus and shall be obtained by the Commission before construction commences.  An ongoing monitoring condition shall be a report to the Commission every 5 years with status.  Motion made and seconded to issue a standard Order of Conditions with a Special Condition that work not to proceed until enhancement plan is presented to the Commission, reviewed by Agent Giunta and Paul McManus, then approved by the Commission for the area between the driveway and edge of the wetland, specifically flags A1-A8 and A26-2 to A32.   Vote:  6 in favor.  1 opposed.  

Discussion - NStar – ROW 10 Tower Replacement Project - Dave Halliwell of VHB Engineering and Denise Bartone of NStar were present for discussion.   NStar plans to replace 2 existing wooden structures with 2 new steel structures encased in concrete foundations located on the south side of Hartford Street.    The project is to be completed in 2 phases, concrete foundations in the spring and steel structures in the fall.  One of the structures has an access road, the other does not.  Swamp mats to be used for vehicles.  Erosion control to be installed consisting of straw waddle, silt fence, hay bales.  Structures are approximately 60 ft in height with an 8 ft underground depth.  The existing poles are to be removed or cut below grade.  A work area of 120 x 100 ft for each structure will be used for permitting purposes.  Wherever vehicles have to enter wetland resource area, there will be swamp mats.  The area will be re-flagged before construction.  Denise Bartone from NStar stated she will notify Agent Giunta before the start of construction.  

Agent’s Report - Agent Giunta reported the propane tank in violation at 61 Pleasant Street has not yet been removed.  He will follow up with deputy fire chief and report back to Commission.  
Miscellaneous - Minutes- Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to approve Minutes of 2-12-14.
Meeting adjourned at 9:20 pm.
