Notice of Intent
144-743	69 Main Street, Luttazi, barn
Present was Scot Goddard of Goddard Consulting and Paul Luttazi, property owner.  The hearing had been continued from the previous meeting due to lack of DEP number at the time of the hearing.  Scot Goddard reviewed the plan and discussed the square footage of disturbance as 2,000 sq. ft.  He also noted 60 x 30 sq. ft of impervious surface.  Motion made and seconded to issue a standard Order of Conditions for the project as presented.  Voted in favor.

Agent’s Report/Discussion
The Commission and Agent Giunta received a question from Mr. Goddard regarding the status of a change to the Lot 3, Claybrook Road final approved plan.  The change was to a pervious surface in the first 120 ft of the driveway from the original pavement driveway.  The Commission declared this a minor item.  Motion was made and seconded to accept the change as an improvement to the plan.  Voted unanimously in favor.

NStar
Present for NStar was Denise Bartone, Sr. Environmental Engineer.  She explained the current work on ROW 10.  NStar is  avoiding the wetlands and working with Hale Reservation.

39 Farm Street, 61B
 In his site visit prior to the meeting,  Agent Giunta noted the property is very steep and not level.  It is also dry with no resource areas observed.  He added that the land in that area does not perk sufficiently to install a well, therefore a development possibility is low.  Motion made and seconded to recommend not to exercise the option to purchase the land.  Voted unanimously. 

Calendar 2015 –The Commission approved the meeting dates on the draft calendar for the coming year.

Minutes – Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to approve the minutes of the previous meeting, 9/10/14. 

Agent’s Report Cont.
36-38 Farm Street – Agent Giunta discussed hay bales that were opened up on the horse trail for the Norfolk Hunt Club event on Columbus Day.  The contractor was upset that the trail had been used by a rider who crossed the driveway during a regular workday.  The Contractor will need to speak directly to a member of the Hunt Club member to help notify riders.  
32 Farm Street – Agent Giunta stated work is currently being done to clear the brook.
Haven Terrace – Agent Giunta informed the Commission the owner has filed an NPDES permit and will be filing with the Commission in the near future.  He recommended groundwater re-charge to be included in the Haven Terrace filing.  
161 Farm Street – Agent Giunta said the restoration is coming along well.  
Snow Hill Lane – Agent Giunta said there is Town owned property of 7-10 acres which abuts the MacIntosh Land and he would like to use it for the upcoming bow hunting season.  Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to issue Conservation Commission approval for the use of the property for deer bow hunting.  The Commission said he needs Board of Selectmen approval and should request to be added to their next agenda.

Discussion – Conservation property visits were discussed by the Commission.  It was suggested Commissioners visit the sites in pairs and also look into getting plaques to mark the properties.  The Commission also discussed tax parcels available to the Town.  They are especially interested in the Grand Hill land, but expressed interest in all the parcels available to the Town at no cost.
