Notice of Intent
144-		69 Main Street, Luttazi, barn
Notice having been duly published, the hearing was opened for 69 Main Street.  Present was Scot Goddard of Goddard Consulting, Ardi Rrapi of Cheney Engineering, and Paul Luttazi, property owner.  The applicant has not yet been issued a DEP number at the time of the hearing.  Scot Goddard presented the plan for a barn in a location that is currently an open grass area.  It is also proposed outside the 40 ft wetland buffer zone.  Agent Giunta has visited the site and confirmed the wetland line.  Scott Goddard requested a continuance to October 8, 2014 and the Commission granted the request.  

Request for Determination of Applicability
3 Bridge Street, septic testing
Notice having been duly published, the hearing was opened for 3 Bridge Street.  Present for the applicant was Ardi Rrapi of Cheney Engineering.  He presented a plan for septic testing in the buffer zone.  He explained a Title V test had failed and this would be an upgrade.  Agent Giunta had no issues with the testing, but stated at the time when a Notice of Intent would be filed for septic installation, the wetland flags would need to be replaced.  Motion made, seconded and voted in favor to issue a Negative Determination of Applicability for 3 Bridge Street as proposed. 

Enforcement Order
161 Farm Street (Lot 5A) under the Dover Bylaw
Present:  Joyce Hastings of GLM Engineering and Paul Dickey of DC Development.  An Enforcement Order was issued on an existing Order of Conditions.  Discussion of violations included 6 trees removed without permission and a well house abandoned with sand and gravel without permission of Conservation or the Well Agent.  Disturbance went as far as the wetland line in some areas.  Joyce presented a plan dated 9/9/2014 entitled Wetland/Buffer Restoration Plan which detailed the planting schedule and work schedule.  Agent Giunta reminded the applicant the well must be officially abandoned by a well drilling co., per state regulations.  GLM will follow up on that issue.  Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to accept the plan as presented and authorize the work proposed.
