Amey began the meeting at 6:07 pm

Discussion of preliminary recommendations to the Board of Selectmen (BOS)

Environmental impacts of any development were discussed.

Candace noted that there were current recreational uses of the property – bridle trails and use by the Norfolk Hunt, which would be adversely impacted by the proposed development. These should be added to the memo.

Boynton spoke about the endangered and threatened birds that he has seen in recent years on the property. He will provide a list to Candace for the Conservation Commission’s analysis.

Amey asked whether impact to the stream would affect the Fishing Derby or fishing in Channing Park. The pond there is stocked so it will not.

It was noted that the parcel abuts current DLCT land and makes a wildlife corridor with that and nearby Army Corp of Engineers wetlands and Wylde Woods. There is trail network connectivity to the parcel via the DLCT land. It was agreed that these should be added to the memo.

The audience was solicited for questions. 

One person asked about Wildlife surveys of endangered/threatened habitats. Candace replied that the applicant to the Conservation Commission conducts this analysis when submitting their applications. It is not known whether the Conservation Commission could request one in this case.

Another asked about the impact on streams from development. Boynton and Barbara both responded that, in their experience, development near streams seems to adversely affect their flow over time.

Candice moved & Eric seconded that the memo with the preliminary recommendation to the BOS that they should seriously consider exercising the Town’s right of first refusal under Ch. 61A on environmental, recreational and potential future needs grounds. It was unanimously approved.

The meeting was adjourned at 6:35 pm.
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
