144-		Hale Reservation, Powisset Pond, Aquatic Control Technology
 Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Notice of Intent was opened.  Present for the applicant, Hale Reservation, was Peter Beisler of Aquatic Control Technology.  His proposal was for milfoil treatment in Noanet / Powisset Pond.  Two new chemicals are being introduced to the pond.  State approval of the new treatment has already been provided.  The applicant requested to continue the hearing to the following meeting on July 9, 2014 due to lack of DEP number at hearing time.   Motion made, seconded and voted to grant  the request for continuance.   The Commission agreed representation was not necessary at the next hearing as the only outstanding issue was the DEP number.

Continued Notice of Intent
144-733	202 Dedham Street, septic upgrade
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Continued Notice of Intent was opened.  Present for the applicants, Mr. and Mrs. Kelsey, was Joyce Hastings of GLM Engineering.    The application for septic upgrade is due to a failed Title V inspection.  The current system consists of cesspools.  This is an 8 bedroom existing house and accessory building.  The proposed is an alternative system so there is less grading necessary.  There is a slight change in contour, less than 1 ft.  It is an Elgin system.   GLM is waiting to hear from Natural Heritage regarding their application.  There is no maintenance required for this system.  Motion made to close the hearing and issue a standard Order of Conditions to approve the project as proposed.  Seconded and voted in favor.     

Certificate of Compliance – 8 Phillips Lane
Agent Giunta explained this is part of a subdivision with an order of conditions, but this particular lot had no wetland issues.    It has been the practice with other lots of this nature in this subdivision to issue a partial certificate.  Motion made to issue a partial Certificate of Compliance for 8 Phillips Lane.  Seconded and voted in favor.
