Request for Determination of Applicability
Dover Land Conservation Trust – Tree Removal
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Request for Determination of Applicability was opened.  Present for the DLCT was Mr. Shephen Bates, Ranger.  He presented a plan for removing dead trees overhanging onto an abutting property, at the request of the abutter.  Agent Giunta confirmed the trees are dead and access would be through the access road.  Motion was made to close the hearing and issue a Negative Determination of Applicability.  Seconded and unanimously voted in favor.  

Notices of Intent
144-735	47 Yorkshire Road, Davenport – septic system upgrade
 Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Notice of Intent was opened.  Present for the applicant, David Davenport, was Rachel Watsky of Goddard Consulting, LLC.  She presented a plan for a septic upgrade for a failed cesspool within the Riverfront buffer.   Agent Giunta has visited the site and indicated the new system would be further from the River and access would be from the existing driveway.  Motion made to close the hearing and issue a Standard Order of Conditions for the project as proposed.  Seconded and unanimously voted.  

144-736	48 Farm Street, Sipp – driveway, demo existing home, new home, retaining wall 
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Notice of Intent was opened.  Present for the applicant, Sharon Sipp, was Brian Nelson of Metrowest Engineering.  The proposed plan is to raze existing home, add to existing driveway, renovate existing barn, and retaining wall within the 100 ft wetland buffer.  New single family home is proposed outside the 100’ buffer.  Agent Giunta visited the site on 7/22/14 and observed sensitive fern 10’ from the driveway.  He suggested possibly since the wetland survey was performed in March 2014, the sensitive fern may not have been visible at that time.  He recommended a site walk to the Commission.  It was agreed Paul McManus of EcoTec would be invited to attend as well.  The applicant requested in writing a continuation of the hearing to the next meeting on August 13th with a site visit occurring before then.  The Commission granted the request.  

Amendment to Existing Order of Conditions
144-659	31 Brookfield Road, tree removal
Notice having been duly published, the hearing for Amendment to Existing Order of Conditions was opened.  Present for the applicant, Charles Blizard, was Ardi Rrapi of Cheney Engineering.  He submitted a plan with a list of trees proposed for removal.  The Commission stated at the site visit, they observed fallen trees in a deeply ferned area beyond the fence.  The landscaper present said trees that are dead and lying on the ground will remain.  The Commission also said to make the homeowner aware the irrigation system has made that area wet and trees are dead that were healthy when the plan was approved.  The area was not previously wet and possibly the irrigation system needs adjusting.  Shade capability of replacement trees is necessary to the area. Three 2” oak trees were suggested to replace the 2 that were lost due to wetness of the area.  Ardi Rrapi reviewed with the Commission exactly which trees are proposed to remove.  He will supply an amended list for the record.  Motion made to close the hearing and issue an Amended Order of Conditions for 31 Brookfield Rd.  Seconded and voted in favor.
Discussion 
169 Claybrook Road, violation and Enforcement Order
Present for the homeowner, Fang Liu, was Ardi Rrapi of Cheney Engineering.  In response to the EO, he plans to submit a Notice of Intent for work at 169 Claybrook Rd.  The applicant wishes to install bluestone steppers and wooden blocks to step down to the dock.  They would also like to extend the lawn to where the steep slope begins heading toward the river.

144-686	31 Miller Hill Road, McElligott
Agent Giunta performed a site visit.  Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to issue a Certificate of Compliance for 31 Miller Hill Rd.
