Continued Notices of Intent
144-742	90 Main Street, new single family home
Present was Michael Joyce of Joyce Consulting Group, Braintree.   He submitted a revised plan prior to the meeting showing the oak trees which will remain.  The driveway is to be moved out of the inner riparian zone.  The new driveway will be permeable pavers and also with a trench drain.  The tree count was added to the plan, per the Dover Bylaw.  Also the reduction in impervious surface was noted on the plan.  After discussion, motion was made to close the hearing and issue a standard Order of Conditions, approving the plan as proposed.  Seconded and voted in favor.  

Certificate of Compliance
144-689	150 Dedham Street 
Present to request the Certificate of Compliance were Joyce Hastings, GLM Engineering and the homeowner, Tyson Roy.  Karon Catrone, as Acting Agent inspected the property for the Commission.  She observed all work to be completed as approved with the exception of a trench that was to be installed along the driveway if it had been paved.  The driveway is to remain gravel so the trench was not installed.  Motion made, seconded and unanimously voted to issue the Certificate of Compliance for 150 Dedham Street.  The homeowners took the signed Certificate with them to record at the Registry of Deeds.    

Enforcement Order
161 Farm Street (Lot 5A) under the Dover Bylaw
Present:  Joyce Hastings, GLM Engineering.  She was unable to have the proper plan ready to present to the Commission on behalf of her client, David Kasparian.  She requested the Commission continue the discussion to the following meeting on Sept. 10, 2014.  It was noted no work shall be done on the site until the issue has been resolved.  The Commission granted the request.  

Discussion
NPDES (National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System) – The Commission discussed information send to them by Consultant Paul McManus of EcoTec.  He noted recent changes to the NPDES permit which would regulate stormwater discharges from construction activities on any 1 acre disturbance.  The Chair will draft a letter on behalf of the Commission sharing this new information with other departments in Town.  

Wylde Woods trail pathways
Amey Moot reported on the pathways replaced on the Wylde Woods trails.  She noted 3 structures were left over after replacing all the crossings.   At the next meeting, Commissioners will view pictures of suggested locations at Snow’s Hill to install the remaining crossings this fall.
